1. With your "chat group", decide which book you will read. I must approve your book 

    choice. 

2. Set goals each week with how many pages the group will read.

3. Designate which task each member will complete each week. Your group will chat 

    about the book each Friday. The last day for book chats will be November 8th. Each 
    member  must complete the task before the book chat ends.

    The Researcher:

    Research a current event or an idea that connects to the book. Write a summary that

    includes what was in the article and how the article relates to the book. Use textual

    evidence when showing how the article relates to the book. Use the Schaffer paragraph

    format when writing this summary. Correct grammar and punctuation are required. (50 

    points possible)

    The Debater:
   Create ten claims about the book. Explain your claim, and use textual evidence from 

   the book to back up your  claims. Present your claims to the group, and prepare for a 

   debate. Correct grammar and punctuation are required. (50 points possible)

    The Riddler:
    Create ten questions with answers about the pages read during the week. Use the High 

    Frequency Word List posted on the wall to help you write the questions. Correct 

    grammar and punctuation are required. (50 points possible)
    The Game Maker:

     Create a game that reviews the reading material. Relate the game to an event that
     happened in the book. Compose a directions page explaining the purpose of the game,

     how it relates to the book, and the directions. Correct grammar and punctuation are 

     required. (50 points possible)

The Big Finale

     The Book Sellers:
     Come together as a group, and create a way to promote your book. The group must be 

     ready to answer questions from the customers while also giving a book presentation. 

     The Book Seller presentation must include a product that goes with a book. For 
     example, if you were promoting Great Expectations, then you could come dressed as 

     characters from the book and show the customers the etiquette for ladies and 

     gentlemen during the Victorian Age. Compose a proposal letter using the format listed

     below. Correct grammar and punctuation are required. The due date is November 

    15th. (100 points possible)

Proposal Letter Format
· The proposal letter should be four paragraphs written in full block style letter form.
· The letter will be written to Mrs. Mellott 

· The letter will be free of errors before submitting it.
1st paragraph—Give a synopsis of the book from the beginning to the end.
2nd paragraph— Describe how you will present the book to the customers.  Explain why you chose that idea.

3rd paragraph— Describe your product:  what it is, how it fits with the book, the resources required to complete it,  and what the final product will look like.    
4th paragraph – Describe your understanding of the importance of meeting deadlines, keeping commitments and the resulting consequences.   
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
