A Student Who Speaks a Primary Language Other than English

Advanced Math/Algebra Requirements

Grades 7 and 8 Middle School students will be assessed based on a rubric using a variety of
assessment measures. Students who qualify baseti@nubric will be placed in the

appropriate advanced math class; however, students may opt out of advanced placement. If a
student does not meet eligibility, the student or parent can request a meeting with an
administrator to discuss placement in the ameed course. Thegrade rubric will place

students in either honors math or advanced math. The honors math course is designed for
students who are high achievers and excel from enrichment and challenges. Advanced math
covers both seventh and eighth gi@curriculum in a one year period. This allows students to
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move on to Algebral instead of eighth grade math during their eighth grade year. Both courses

are weighted. Only students who qualified for and completed advanced mathgnade will
be eligibk for Algebra 1 in eighth grade. Th&@ade rubric will determine placement in either
honors math or Algebra 1.

Bullying

Bullying is prohibited by the district and could include hazing, threats, taunting, teasing,
confinement, assault, demands for money, destruction of property, theft of valued possessions,
name-calling rumorspreading, or ostracism.

If a student believes that he or she has experienced bullying or has withessed bullying of
another student, it is important for the student or parent to notify a teacher, school counselor,
principal, or another district enlpyee as soon as possible to obtain assistance and

intervention. The administration will investigate any allegations of bullying or other related
misconduct. The district will also provide notice to the parent of the alleged victim and the
parent of the stident alleged to have engaged in bullying. A student may anonymously report

an alleged incident of bullying by using the STOPIt reporting methods available at each campus.

If the results of an investigation indicate that bullying has occurred, the admatist will take
appropriate disciplinary action and may notify law enforcement in certain circumstances.

Disciplinary or other action may be taken even if the conduct did not rise to the level of
bullying. Available counseling options will be providethtese individuals, as well as to any
students who have been identified as witnesses to the bullying.

Any retaliation against a student who reports an incident of bullying is prohibited.

Reporting and Responding to Sexual Abuse, Trafficking, and Other Maltreatment of Children
Anyone who suspects that a child has beemary be abused, trafficked, or neglected has a legal
responsibility, under state law, to report the suspected abuse or neglect to law enforcement or to
Child Protective Services (CPS).

A child who has experienced sexual abuse or any other type of abusglechshould be

encouraged to seek out a trusted adult. Children may be more reluctant to disclose sexual abuse
than physical abuse and neglect and may only disclose sexual abuse indirectly. As a parent or trusted
adult, it is important to be calm and cdarting if your child or another child confides in you.

Reassure the child that he or she did the right thing by telling you.

If your child is a victim of sexual abuse, trafficking, or other maltreatment, the school counselor or

principal will provide infamation on counseling options for you and your child available in your area.
The Texas Department of Family and Protective Services (DFPS) also manages early intervention
counseling programs.

The
Valedictorian, Salutatorian, and Historian oétgraduating class will address for a
reasonable period of time fellow students and guests at graduation ceremonies. The
first two ranking senior class officers give opening remarks and closing remarks. For this
purpose, the District creates a limited pudbforum for the students to deliver such
addresses. The topic of the addresses must be related to the purpose of the graduation
ceremonies; although students must stay on the topic purpose during their graduation
addresses, the District will not engageviewpointdiscrimination.

Dropping Classes

A student has five days from the beginning of any semester to request a change of class with no
penalty.

A person who makes a
false claim or offers false s@ments or refuses to cooperate with a district investigation,
however, may be subject to appropriate discipline.

Examples of retaliation may include threats, rumor spreading, ostracism, assault, destruction of
property, unjustified punishments, or unwamted grade reductions. Unlawful retaliation does
not include petty slights or annoyances.

Reporting Procedures

Any student who believes that he or she has experienced dating violence, discrimination,

Investigation of Report

Testing Requirements for Graduation

Students are required, with limited exceptions and regardless of graduation program, to

perform satisfactorily on the following EOC assessments: English I, English II, Algebra I, Biology,
and U.S. History. A student whoshaot achieved sufficient scores on the EOC assessments to
graduate will have opportunities to retake the assessments. State law and state rules also
provide for certain scores on normeferenced national standardized assessments or on the
state-developedassessment used for entrance into Texas public universities to substitute for

the requirement to meet satisfactory performance on an applicable EOC assessment, should a
student choose this option. [See the school counselor for more information on thetstgting
requirements for graduation.]

If a student fails to perform satisfactorily on an EOC assessment, the district will provide
remediation to the student in the content area for which the performance standard was not
met. This may require participatioof the student before or after normal school hours or at
times of the year outside normal school operations.

In limited circumstances, a student who fails to demonstrate proficiency on two or fewer of the
required assessments may still be eligible todgiate if an individual graduation committee,
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formed in accordance with state law, unanimously determines that the student is eligible to
graduate.

Homework

Homework is assigned for several purposes. It may be assigned for extra review and practice,
to complete clasassignments, or prepare for upcoming class tests or assignments. Students
are expected to do as much as possible on his/her own. Middle school and High school students
are assigned, and expected to turn in when due, homework and class work as deemed
appropriate by the teacher. This is an important responsibility for the student, as these grades
constitute 40% of the student's six weeks grade. Students enrolled in dual credit, college level,
or AP classes may have a different ratio of grade value for ctagsdaily/homework to

major/test assignments. Tutorials are required for students failing one or moresabjects.

Full grade credit will be given only for work submitted on the requested due date. Work one
day late will earn a grade no greater than Aby work submitted more than one day late may
earn a grade of zero.

A student must be fully immunized against certain diseases or must present a certificate or
statement that, for medical reasons or reasons of conscience, including a religious belief, the
student will not be immunized.

can be honored by the district. This form may be obtained by writing the DSHS Immunization
Branch (MC 1946), P.O. Box 14B3Austin, Texas 7878847; or online affidavit Request

for Exemption from ImmunizatioriThe form must be notarized and submitted to the printipa

or school nurse within 90 days of notarization. If the parent is seeking an exemption for more
than one student in the family, a separate form must be provided for each student.

The immunizationsequired are: diphtheria, tetanus, and pertussis; rubeola (measles),
mumps, and rubella; polio; hepatitis A; hepatitis B; varicella (chicken pox); and
meningococcal. The school nurse can provide information orapgeopriate doses or on an
acceptable phgician validated history of illness required by TDSHS. Proof of immunization
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may be established by personal records from a licensed physician or public health clinic with a
signature or rubberstamp validation.

Therefore, all parents are asked each year to complete an
emergency care consent form. Parents should keep emergency care informattordaype

Drug Testing
(Secondary Grade Levels Only)

Tarkington 1.S.D. has a vital interest in maintaining a safe and healthy environment for

all of its students. In order to meet this goal, the District has implemented this Random Drug
Testing Policy and practice. The Random Drug Testing program is intended to be part of the
overall physical and mental education program of the District. Substaimgse is inconsistent
with successful participation in school; therefore, this program includes appropriate measures
for dealing with such challenges. Being under the influence of illegal drugs and / or alcohol
poses serious health and safety risks bothh® user and all those associated with the user.

The District understands that its own health and welfare is dependent on the health and
welfare of the individual students within the District. This policy is therefore an effort by the
district to ensure aafe and healthy environment for all T.1.S.D. students.

OBJECTIVES: The drug testing program is not intended to be a punitive measure.
Rather, the following objectives shall serve as the foundation for the program:

1. To promote the health and safety of atudents,

2. To undermine the effects of peer pressure by providing a legitimate rédason
students involved in extraurricular activities to refuse to use illegal drugs,
and

3. To encourage students who use drugs to participate in drug treatemgrams.
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The District requires drug testing of any student in gradesZ/who chooses to participate in
schoolsponsored extracurricular activities and/or obtain a parking pass to park a vehicle on
District property.

A student participating in these activities sHadl tested for the presence of illegal drugs and
alcohol at the beginning of each school year and prior to joining an extracurricular program or
obtaining a parking pass at any time during the school year.

Student Welfare.: Freedom from Bullying
Policy FFI(LOCAL) adopted on October 13, 2017

Yy Note: This policyaddresses bullying of District students. For purposes of this policy, the
term bullying includesyberbullying.

Bullying Prohibited

The District prohibits bullying, including cyberbullying, as defined by state law. Retaliation
against anyone involved in the complaint process is a violation of District policy and is
prohibited.

Examples

Bullying of a student could occur by physical contact or through electronic means and may
include hazing, threats, taunting, teimg, confinement, assault, demands for money,
destruction of property, theft of valued possessions, name calling, rumor spreading, or
ostracism.

Retaliation
The District prohibits retaliation by a student or District employee against any person who in
good faith makes a report of bullying, serves as a witness, or participates in an investigation.

Examples

Examples of retaliation may include threats, rumor spreading, ostracism, assault, destruction of
property, unjustified punishments, or unwarrantgglade reductions. Unlawful retaliation does
not include petty slights or annoyances.
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False Claim

A student who intentionally makes a false claim, offers fatatements, or refuses to
cooperate with a District investigation regarding bullying shall be subject to appropriate
disciplinary action.

Timely Reporting
Reports of bullying shall be made as soon as possible after the alleged act or knowledge of the

Student Report

To obtain assistance and intervention, any student who believes that he or slexpasenced
bullying or believes that another student has experienced bullying should immediately report
the alleged acts to a teacher, school counselor, principal, or other District employee. The
Superintendent shall develop procedures allowing a studertnonymously report an alleged
incident of bullying.

Employee Report
Any District employee who suspects or receives notice that a student or group of students has
or may have experienced bullying shall immediately notify the principal or designee.

Repat Format
A report may be made orally or in writing. The principal or designee shall reduce any oral
reports to written form.

Notice of Report

When an allegation of bullying is reported, the principal or designee shall notify a parent of the
alleged victin on or before the third business day after the incident is reported.

Prohibited Conduct

The principal or designee shall determine whether the allegations in the report, if proven,
would constitute prohibited conduct as defined by policy FFH, including dating violence and
harassmenbr discriminationon the basisof race,color, religion, sex,gender,nationalorigin, or
disability. If so, the District shall proceed under policy FFH. If the allegations could constitute
both prohibited conduct and bullying, the investigation under FFH shall include a determination
on each type otonduct.
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Investigation of Report

The principal or designee shall conduct an appropriate investigation based on the allegations in
the report. The principal or designee shall promptly take interim action calculated to prevent
bullying duringhe course of an investigation, if appropriate.

Concluding the Investigation

Absent extenuating circumstances, the investigation should be completed within ten District
business days from the date of the initial report alleging bullying; however, theipahor
designee shall take additional time if necessary to complete a thorough investigation.

The principal or designee shall prepare a final, written report of the investigation. The report
shall include a determination of whether bullying occurradd if so, whether the victim used
reasonable selflefense. A copy of the report shall be sent to the Superintendent or designee.

Notice to Parents
If an incident of bullying is confirmed, the principal or designee shall promptly notify the
parents of thevictim and of the student who engaged in bullying.

Dating violenceoccurs when a person in a current or past dating retaghip uses physical,
sexual, verbal, or emotional abuse to harm, threaten, intimidate, or control another person in
the relationship. Dating violence also occurs when a person commits these acts against a
person in a marriage or dating relationship witte individual who is or was once in a marriage

Deadly conducunder Penal Code 22.05 occurs when a person recklessly engages in conduct
that places another in imminent danger of serious bodily injury, such as knowingly discharging a
firearm in the direction of an individual, habitation, building, or vehicle.

Deferred adjudicationis an alternative to seeking a conviction in court that may beretl to a
juvenile for delinquent conduct or conduct indicating a need for supervision.

Delinquent conductis conduct that violates either state or federal law and is punishable by
imprisonment or confinement in jail. It includes conduct that violates certain juvenile court
orders, including probation orders, but does not include violatiohtraffic laws.

Discretionarymeans that something is left to or regulated by a local decision maker.

E-cigarettemeans an electronic cigarette or any other device that simulates smoking by using a
