The purpose of this take-home activity sheet is to assist you and your family as you build faith into your homes. Our goal
at JRCC is to equip parents with resources to continue conversations about God at home. We recognize that parents are
the primary influence in building faith into their children. In his book, Building Faith at Home, Mark Holmen’s research
shows that moms and dads “are two to three times more influential [in faith development] than any church program.” Faith
isn’t like Sunday morning clothes that get tossed in the corner after church.
