The appliance is suited only for cooling food.

1.5 Energy saving
- Always ensure good ventilation. Do not obstruct venti-

lation openings or grilles.
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- Do not install the appliance in direct sunlight or next to
an oven, heater, or similar heat source.

- Energy consumption depends on installation conditions
such as the ambient temperature (see 1.2) .

- Avoid opening the appliance door for any longer then
neccesary.

Dashes are shown on the display:
- the freezer temperature is above 32 °F (0 °C).
The following displays indicate malfunction. Possible
causes and corrective actions: (see Troubleshooting).

4 Start-up
4.1 Transporting the appliance

CAUTION
Risk of injury or damage if incorrectly transported.
u Transport the appliance in its packaging.
u Transport the appliance upright.
u Do not move the appliance on your own.

4.2 Setting up the appliance

WARNING
Risk of fire due to moisture!
If live parts or the power cord get wet, this can cause a
short circuit.
u The appliance is designed for use in enclosed spaces.

Do not operate the appliance in open space or in damp
areas or where there is spray.

4.4 Connecting the appliance

WARNING

u Start-up should only take place once the appliance has

been installed according to these instructions.
u Electrically ground appliance.
u Do not ground to a gas pipe.
u Check with a qualified electrician if you are not sure the

appliance is properly grounded.
u Do not have a fuse in the neutral or grounding circuit.
u Do not use an extension cord, power bar or a multiple

socket adapter.
u Do not use a power cord that is frayed or damaged.

WARNING
Electrical shock hazard!
This appliance is equipped with a three-prong (grounding)
polarized plug for your protection against possible shock
hazards. Electrical Grounding Required.
u Do not remove the round grounding prong from the

4.5 Switching on the appliance

u To switch on the entire appliance, only the freezer

compartment needs to be switched on.

4.5.1 Switching on the freezer compartment
u Press On/Off button, freezer compartment Fig. 2 (12).
w The BioFresh temperature display shows the current

temperature in the interior.
w The freezer compartment temperature display and the

Alarm symbol will flash until the temperature is cold
enough. If the temperature is greater than 32 °F (0 °C),
flashing dashes will appear; if the temperature is lower
than this, the current temperature will flash on the
display.

4.5.2 Switching on the BioFresh compart-
ment
u Press BioFresh compartment On/Off button Fig. 2 (2).
w The temperature display flashes.
w The interior light comes on when the door is opened.

5 Operation
5.1 Temperature display unit
The temperature display can be changed from °F to °C.
5.1.1 To change the unit
u Activate setting mode: Press SuperFrost button

Fig. 2 (13) for about 5 seconds.
w The SuperFrost button Fig. 2 (13) will flash.
w S is displayed in the temperature display.
u Using Freezer compartment Up button

Fig. 2 (10)/ Freezer compartment Down button
Fig. 2 (11) select °.

u To confirm: Briefly press SuperFrost button
Fig. 2 (13).

u Using Freezer compartment Up button
Fig. 2 (10)/ Freezer compartment Down button
Fig. 2 (11) select °F or °C.

u To confirm: Briefly press SuperFrost button
Fig. 2 (13).

Operation
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u To exit setting mode: Press Freezer compartment On/
Off button Fig. 2 (12).

-or-
u Wait 5 minutes.
w The temperature is again displayed in the temperature

display.

5.2 Brightness of the temperature
display
You can adapt the brightness of the temperature display
to the light conditions in the room in which it is installed.
5.2.1 Setting the brightness
The brightness can be set between h0 (minimum lumi-
nosity) and h5 (maximum luminosity).
u To activate setting mode: Press SuperFrost button

Fig. 2 (13) for about 5 seconds.
w S is shown on the display.
w The Menu symbol Fig. 2 (17) lights up.
u Press Freezer compartment Up button Fig. 2 (10) or

Freezer compartment Down button Fig. 2 (11) to select
h.

u To confirm: Briefly press SuperFrost button Fig. 2 (13).
u To set the display brighter: Press Freezer

compartment Up button Fig. 2 (10).
u To set the display darker: Press Freezer

compartment Down button Fig. 2 (11).
u To confirm: Press SuperFrost button

Fig. 2 (13).
w The brightness is set to the new value.
u To deactivate setting mode: Press Freezer compart-

ment On/Off button Fig. 2 (12).
-or-
u Wait 5 minutes.
w The temperature is again displayed in the temperature

display.

5.3 Child-proof lock
You can use the child-proof lock to lock the buttons. This
means that children cannot accidentally switch off the
appliance when playing.
5.3.1 Switching on the child-proof lock
u Activate setting mode: press and hold the SuperFrost

button Fig. 2 (13) for approximately 5 s.
w S is shown on the display.
w The Menu symbol Fig. 2 (17) lights up.
u Using the Freezer compartment Up button Fig. 2 (10) or

Freezer compartment Down button Fig. 2 (11), select c.
u Press the SuperFrost button Fig. 2 (13) briefly to

confirm.
When c1 is shown on the display:

u To switch on the child-proof lock, press the
SuperFrost button Fig. 2 (13) briefly.

w The Child lock symbol Fig. 2 (16) LED lights up. c
flashes on the display.
When c0 is shown on the display:

u To switch off the child-proof lock, press the SuperFrost
button Fig. 2 (13) briefly.

w The Child safety symbol Fig. 2 (16) LED goes out. c
flashes on the display.

u Deactivate setting mode: press the Freezer compart-
ment On/Off button Fig. 2 (12).

-or-
u Wait 5 min.
w The temperature is again displayed on the temperature

display.

5.4 Door alarm
If the door is open for longer than 180 seconds, the
acoustic warning sounds.
The acoustic warning stops automatically when the door
is closed.
5.4.1 Switching off the door alarm
The acoustic warning can be switched off when the door
is open. The acoustic warning remains switched off as
long as the door is open. When the door is closed, the
alarm function is active again.
u Press Alarm button Fig. 2 (14).
w The door alarm stops.

5.5 Temperature alarm
If the freezer temperature is not cold enough, the audible
warning sounds.
At the same time, the temperature display and the Alarm
symbol Fig. 2 (19) LED will flash.
The cause of a temperature being too high may be:
- Hot fresh food was placed in the appliance.
- When sorting and removing food from the appliance,

too much warm ambient air got in.
- The power was cut off for a while.
- The appliance is faulty.
The audible warning automatically ceases, the Alarm
symbol Fig. 2 (19) goes out, and the temperature display
stops flashing when the temperature is cold enough
again.
If the alarm status remains: (see Troubleshooting).
Note
If the temperature is not cold enough, food may spoil.
u Check the quality of the food. Do not consume spoiled

food.

5.5.1 Switching off the temperature alarm
The acoustic warning can be switched off. When the
temperature is cold enough again, the alarm function is
active again.

Operation
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u Press Alarm button Fig. 2 (14).
w The acoustic warning ceases.

5.6 Sabbath Mode
After entering Sabbath Mode, you do not have to worry
about lights, digits, icons, tones, alarms or fans. The
defrost cycle operates solely on clock time without any
feedback from usage of the refrigerator. After a power
failure, the appliance will return to Sabbath Mode without
requiring additional input.

WARNING
Danger of food poisoning!
No record will be kept of a power failure during Sabbath
Mode. Thus, during Sabbath mode, if a power failure
occurs that you are not aware of, when the power comes
back on, the unit will continue to be in Sabbath Mode but
when Sabbath Mode is ended there will be no indication
that a power failure occurred.
If a power failure occurs during Sabbath mode:
u Check the quality of the food. Do not consume spoiled

food!
- No control operations are possible other than switching

off Sabbath Mode.
- If the unit is currently running in a mode such as Super-

frost, Supercool or the Ventilation is enabled these
functions will continue and finish their timed cycles
independent of now being in Sabbath mode.

- The Ice Maker is disabled.
- No audible signals are emitted, and the temperature

display does not indicate any warnings or settings
(such as a temperature alarm or door alarm).

- Light does not operate.

5.6.1 Setting Sabbath mode
u To activate setting mode: Press and hold the Super-

Frost button Fig. 2 (13) for approx. 5 s.
w S flashes on the display.
w The Menu symbol Fig. 2 (17) lights up.
u To access the Sabbath mode function: Briefly press

theSuperFrost button Fig. 2 (13).
When S1 is shown on the display:

u To turn on Sabbath mode, briefly press the
SuperFrost button Fig. 2 (13).
When S0 is shown on the display:

u To turn off Sabbath mode, briefly press the
SuperFrost button Fig. 2 (13).

u To deactivate setting mode: Press the Freezer
compartment On/Off button Fig. 2 (12).

-or-
u Wait 5 min.
w The Sabbath Mode symbol Fig. 2 (6) appears on the

temperature display as long as Sabbath Mode is active.
w Sabbath mode switches off automatically after 120

hours if it is not manually switched off beforehand.

5.7 BioFresh compartment
The BioFresh compartment allows you to store certain
fresh foods up to three times longer compared to conven-
tional refrigeration systems, without sacrificing quality.
Food with a “use by” date must still be consumed by the
date indicated on the package.
The taste, freshness, and nutritional value (vitamin B and
C groups) of the food are preserved to a large extent. Fruit
and vegetables spoil less quickly and lose less water, and
food remains fresher and more wholesome.
5.7.1 HydroSafe
On the humid setting, the HydroSafe is suitable for storing
loose-leaf lettuce, vegetables, and fruit with a high mois-
ture content. When the drawer is full, this creates a cool,
fresh environment with an air humidity of up to 90%. The
humidity level in the compartment depends on the mois-
ture content of the food inside and on how often the
compartment is opened. You can adjust the humidity
yourself.
5.7.2 Storing food
Note
u Do not store vegetables that do not support cold

temperatures (such as cucumbers, eggplant, semi-ripe
tomatoes, zucchini, and all cold-sensitive exotic fruits)
in the BioFresh compartment.

The fresher the product and the better the quality, the
longer it can be stored.
u When shopping, make sure the food you purchase is

fresh.
u To prevent spoilage due to the transfer of bacteria:

Store unpackaged animal products and plant-based
products in separate compartments. This also applies
for different types of meat.
If you must store food together to save space:

u Keep the food packaged.

5.7.4 Setting the temperature
The temperature in the BioFresh compartment is automat-
ically regulated to just above 32 °F (0 °C).
You can set a slightly higher or lower temperature. The
temperature can be adjusted between b1 (coldest temper-
ature) and b9 (hottest temperature) The default setting is
b5. If you select a setting between b1 and b4, the tempera-
ture may fall below 32 °F (0 °C) so that the food may
freeze slightly as a result.
u To set a higher temperature: Press the BioFresh

compartment UP button Fig. 2 (3).
u To set a lower temperature: Press the BioFresh

compartment DOWN button Fig. 2 (4).
w When the button is pressed for the first time, the

previous value is indicated on the BioFresh tempera-
ture display.

u To change the temperature gradually: Press the button
briefly.

u To change the temperature continuously: Hold the

button down.
w The values b1 to b9 are displayed while the settings are

being changed.
w The actual temperature is displayed about 5 seconds

5.8 Freezer compartment
You can store frozen food, make ice cubes and freeze
fresh food in the freezer compartment.
5.8.1 Freezing food
The maximum number of kilograms of fresh food that can
be frozen within a 24-hour period is indicated on the rating
plate under "Freezing capacity ... kg/24h".
Each drawer can hold up to 55.12 lbs (25 kg) of frozen
food; each plate can hold up to 77.16 lbs (35 kg).

CAUTION
There is a risk of injury from pieces of broken glass.
Bottles and cans containing drinks can split or crack when
frozen. This applies in particular to carbonated drinks.
u Do not freeze bottles and cans containing drinks.
So that the food is rapidly frozen through to the core, do
not exceed the following quantities per pack:
- fruit, vegetables up to 2.2 lb (1 kg)
- meat up to 5.51 lbs (2.5 kg)
u Pack the food in portions in freezer bags, reusable

plastic, metal or aluminum containers.
5.8.2 Defrosting food
- in the fridge compartment
- at room temperature
- in the microwave
- in the oven/fan oven

WARNING
Danger of food poisoning!
u Do not re-freeze defrosted food.
u Only take out the amount of food that is required. Use

defrosted food as quickly as possible.
5.8.3 Setting the temperature in the freezer
compartment
The appliance is set as standard for normal operation.
The temperature can be set between 7 °F (-14 °C) and
-16 °F (-26 °C), 0 °F (-18 °C) is recommended.
u To set a higher temperature: press the Freezer

compartment Up button Fig. 2 (10).
u To set a lower temperature: press the Freezer compart-

ment Down button Fig. 2 (11).
w When the button is pressed for the first time, the

previous value is indicated on the freezer compartment
temperature display.

u To change the temperature in 1 °F (1 °C) increments:
briefly press the button.

-or-
u To change the temperature continuously: hold the

button down.
w The value is displayed flashing during the setting oper-

ation.
w The actual temperature is displayed about 5 seconds

after the last press of a button. The temperature slowly
adjusts to the new value.

5.8.4 SuperFrost
The maximum number of kilograms of fresh food that can
be frozen within a 24-hour period is indicated on the rating
plate under "Freezing capacity ... kg/24h". This maximum
amount of frozen food varies according to the model and
climate rating.

Operation
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You do not need to switch SuperFrost on in the following
cases:
- when placing frozen food in the freezer
- when freezing up to about 2 kg of fresh food daily
Freezing with SuperFrost
u Briefly press the SuperFrost button Fig. 2 (13) once.
w The SuperFrost button Fig. 2 (13) lights up.
w The SuperFrost symbol Fig. 2 (20) LED lights up.
w The freezer temperature drops, the appliance works

with maximum refrigerating capacity.
When a small amount of food is to be frozen:

u Wait for about 6 hours.
u Place the fresh food in the top drawers.

When the maximum amount of food is to be frozen:
u Wait for about 24 hours.
u Place wrapped food directly on the shelves and place

in the drawers once frozen.
w SuperFrost is automatically switched off. At the earliest

after 30 hours, at the latest after 65 hours, depending
on the quantity placed inside the appliance.

w The SuperFrost button Fig. 2 (13) is dark.
w The SuperFrost symbol Fig. 2 (20) LED goes out.
w The appliance returns to work in the energy-saving

normal mode.
5.8.5 Drawers
Note
Insufficient ventilation results in an increase in energy
consumption and reduction of the refrigerating perform-
ance.
For appliances with NoFrost:
u Leave the bottom drawer in the appliance.
u Never block the air slits in the fan on the rear wall.

u To store frozen food directly on the shelves: pull the
drawer forward and lift it out.

5.8.6 Shelves
u To remove shelf: lift it at the front and

5.8.7 VarioSpace
In addition to the drawers, you
can also take out the shelves.
This gives you space for large
frozen items. Poultry, meat,
large joints of game and tall
bakery items can be frozen
and then presented whole.
u Each drawer can hold up to

55.12 lbs (25 kg) of frozen
food; each plate can hold
up to 77.16 lbs (35 kg).

5.8.9 IceMaker
The IceMaker is in the top drawer. The drawer is labeled
"IceMaker".
Make sure that the following conditions are fulfilled:
- The appliance is level.
- The appliance is connected to the electricity supply.
- The freezer compartment is switched on.
- The minimum freezer temperature is 14 °F (-10 °C).
- The IceMaker is connected to the water supply.
- All air was bled from the waterline before starting the

icemaker. The icemaker will only work if there is no air
in the waterline.

Switching on the IceMaker

u Pull out the drawer.
u Press On/Off button Fig. 7 (1) so that the LED Fig. 7 (2)

Producing ice cubes
The production capacity depends on the freezer tempera-
ture. The lower the temperature, the more ice cubes can
be produced in a certain period.
The production capacity is 90- 100 ice cubes in 24 hours
at a freezing temperature of 0 °F (-18 °C).
To have the maximum capacity of approx. 130 ice cubes
in 24 hours, activate the SuperFrost Function. Be aware
that this increases the energy consumption because the
compressor will run constantly.
The ice cubes fall out of the IceMaker into the drawer.
When the ice cubes reach a certain height in the drawer,
no more ice cubes can be produced. The IceMaker will
not fill the drawer to the top.
If large quantities of ice cubes are required, the complete
IceMaker drawer can be swapped with the neighboring
drawer.

u Wait 2 min.
w The temperature is again displayed on the temperature

display.

6 Maintenance
6.1 Replacing the water filter
The water filter should be changed when the Filter symbol
Fig. 2 (7) lights up. It should be replaced every six months
at least or whenever you notice a significant decrease in
the flow rate You can order one from your dealer or by
visiting our web site at www.liebherr-appliances.com.
The used water filter contains activated carbon and can
be disposed of with normal household waste.
To remove the old water filter:

u lift the ventilation grid Fig. 8 (1) up and pull out.
u Open the filter change flap Fig. 8 (2).
u Pull the water filter carriage Fig. 8 (3) out.
u Remove the filter cover Fig. 8 (6).

u Turn the water filter Fig. 8 (3) about 100° anti-clockwise

and pull out.

If no new water filter is inserted:
u put the filter cover on to protect the filter unit from dirt

and dust.
To install a new water filter:

clockwise as far as it will go.
u Place the cover Fig. 9 (6) on the filter.
u Write the date of the next filter replacement on the

supplied adhesive label Fig. 9 (5) and affix it to the filter
cover Fig. 9 (6).

u Push in the water filter carriage Fig. 9 (4).
u Close the filter change flap Fig. 9 (3).
u Fit the ventilation grid Fig. 9 (1) again and push down. It

must close flush with the floor.

New water filters may contain particulate matter.
u Do not consume or use ice cubes produced within 72

hours after replacing the filter.
u Remove any ice still present in the IceMaker tray. You

can keep this ice in another tray for later use.
u Make sure the filter does not leak and no water is

coming out.

w The filter symbol Fig. 2 (7) goes out

6.2 Defrosting with NoFrost
The NoFrost system defrosts the appliance automatically.
BioFresh compartment:
The defrosted water is evaporated by the heat of the
compressor.
u Clean the drain opening regularly so that the defrosted

water can flow away (see 6.3) .
Freezer compartment:
The moisture condenses on the evaporator and is periodi-
cally defrosted and evaporated.
u The appliance does not need to be defrosted manually.

6.3 Cleaning the appliance
Before cleaning:

w Dust deposits increase energy consumption.
u Clean the plastic surfaces inside and out by hand using

lukewarm water and a little dishwashing liquid.
u If dirty clean stainless steel external surfaces with a

commercially available stainless steel cleaning agent.
Then apply the supplied stainless steel cleaning agent
evenly in the direction of the grain.*

Do not apply stainless steel cleaning agents to glass or
plastic surfaces so as not to scratch them. Initially darker
areas and quite an intensive color of the stainless steel

u Using the Freezer compartment Up button

Fig. 2 (10)/ Freezer compartment Down button
Fig. 2 (11), select Ic.

u To confirm: press the SuperFrost button
Fig. 2 (13).

w The IceMaker moves into cleaning position and shuts
off.

u Deactivate setting mode: press the Freezer compart-
ment On/Off button Fig. 2 (12).

-or-
u Wait 2 min.
w The temperature is again displayed on the temperature

display.
u Take out the drawer.
u Clean the ice compartment and drawer with warm

water. If necessary, use a mild dishwashing liquid.
Then rinse.

u Slide the drawer back in.
If dishwashing liquid was used:

u Throw out the first three batches of ice cubes to get rid
of any dishwashing liquid residues.

Either leave the IceMaker switched off in this position or
switch the IceMaker back on (see 5.8.9) .
