1. ADJUST RECLINE STAND- Forward Facing, recline stand faces rear
of seat. Rear facing, recline stand faces front to of seat*.

2 o ATTACH LATCH, REAR FACING — LATCH Belt is to be routed
through lower front belt path holes. Lift pad to assure LATCH Belt
is not twisted*.

Before use, read all instructions and warnings in the owner’s manual and

on the product and product labels. Consult your vehicle’s owners manual to
determine proper placement of child restraint in your vehicle and familiarize
yourself with your vehicle’s components.

Before installing, make sure your child meets the criteria:
Rear Facing-5-35 Ibs., at least 19"
Forward facing-20-50 Ibs., less than 47" and more than one year old.

3 o ATTACH LATCH, FORWARD FACING — LATCH Belt is to be routed
@ through rear belt path holes. Lift pad to assure LATCH Belt is not twisted.
Remember to use top tether*.

4. CHECK FOR TIGHT FIT — Once installed tightly, the child restraint
should not move more than 1”forward or side-to-side at the belt path*. \|

5 o FORWARD FACING — Harness straps should be at or above shoulders.
REAR FACING — Harness straps should be at or below shoulders.
Harness should be snug to child*.

Never install your Child Restraint in front of an active airbag.
Airbags may cause serious injury or death to children under 13.

6. SECURE CHILD — Chest clip should be level with the child’s

armpits and the 5-point harness should be securely buckled*.
* Read your entire Owner’s Manual before using the child restraint.
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
