Using the Vacuum

Your Shark® Navigator™ 
Professional Vacuum can be used to 
clean bare floors or carpets – with the 
click of a switch.

To clean the pre-motor filters:

1 Remove the dust cup.

2  Pull the 2 filters out from the top of the motor 
base.
