Charleston Montessori School is a creative community
school providing Montessori education for children ages
3-12 years in Charleston, West Virginia. Our school is
four years old, and one of the founding principles was
to be a greener school. We initially focused on reduction
of paper waste and then expanded into a school garden
and composting, storm water reuse, and in spring 2013,
recycling through TerraCycle.
