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Fund-Raising Opportunity for your Local Sport Organization

Is your organization struggling with budget constraints because of ongoing government funding cuts?  Operation Red Nose has a fund-raising opportunity for your group/club to consider.  Involving your volunteers in the Operation Red Nose service may earn your organization close to $500 and up – depending on how many volunteers help with the service.

Operation Red Nose is a free and confidential designated driver service provided to any person operating a motor vehicle who does not wish to drive his/her vehicle for any reason.  The service ensures that the driver and his/her vehicle and guests arrive home safely.  The service is available through volunteer Road Teams over the holiday period and begins the 2011 nights of service on November 25th and continues every Friday and Saturday leading up to Christmas and again on New Year’s Eve.

The success of the campaign is closely tied to volunteer involvement.  Quite simply, the more Road Teams we have available on a night of operation, the more donations we will receive and the better the results for your involvement!

There are two ways your local sport organization can take advantage of this opportunity:

1)  You provide 15 volunteers to make up 5 road teams for any given night of operation.
· All client donations received for that night (less cash pay-outs for gas refunds) will be shared 50-50 with your sport organization.

2)  You provide 15 volunteers over the course of 9 nights of operation
· Client donations (less cash pay-outs for gas refunds) received over the entire campaign will be averaged over the 9 nights and your organization will receive the equivalent of 50% of one night. 

Other requirements:
· Volunteers must be on road teams that complete a full shift during the night they volunteer.
· In Option (1) above, 
· each sport organization will be given the choice of one night to volunteer (on a first come, first served basis; nights will be assigned when clearances are completed);
· Each sport organization may choose more than one night and will be permitted additional nights if slots are left after all interested sport organizations have finalized their first choice.
· Upon confirmation of clearance by RCMP of all 15 members of your organization, your selected night(s) will be reserved.
· Your local sport organization is eligible to participate in this fund-raising opportunity if it has a formal affiliation with a Provincial Sport Organization associated with Sport BC.
· Organizations which have youth sport programs as their main focus will be given priority.

To book your night with Operation Red Nose, fax or mail the attached form at your earliest opportunity.
Operation Red Nose is the main fund-raising program for PacificSport and funds raised during the campaign are designated exclusively for youth programs.  In particular, the funds are used to develop and deliver programs for promising athletes and development coaches.

You are also welcome to volunteer on your own, with friends or with a group from your work!  In any case, we hope you will encourage friends, family, co-workers and businesses in Maple Ridge and Pitt Meadows to support this valuable community program offered during the holiday season, as we work to get everyone home safely.
