Crieve Hall Youth Athletic Association (a.k.a. 
CHYAA or Crieve Hall Baseball)  was formed in 
September 1964 to organize and operate in-
structional and competitive youth baseball 
leagues. CHYAA emphasizes instruction, 
sportsmanship and competition among all ag-
es. During 2001, CHYAA was approved as a 
501(c)(3) non-profit organization. The league 
operates in the Crieve Hall area in South Nash-
ville, Tennessee, and is open to all youths, re-
gardless of where they live. The association 
operates four baseball leagues as follows: 
 
Farm League: 
The Farm League is for ages four (4) to six 
(6). The league operates on a coach pitch ba-
sis with some rules modifications under the 
Babe Ruth/Cal Ripken & Dizzy Dean rules. 
Rookie League: 
The Rookie League is for ages seven (7) & 
eight (8). The league operates on a player/
coach pitch basis with some rules modifica-
tions for player development under the Babe 
Ruth League/Cal Ripken Division rules. 
Minor League: 
The Minor League is for ages nine (9) & ten 
(10). The league operates on a player pitch 
basis under the Babe Ruth League/Cal Ripken 
Division rules.  
Major League: 
The Major League is for ages eleven (11) & 
twelve (12). The league is operated on a play-
er pitch basis with the mound at 50' and the 
bases at 70', under the Babe Ruth League/Cal 
Ripken Division rules.

I hereby RELEASE and FOREVER 
DISCHARGE CHYAA, it’s officers, directors and commis-
sioners, acting in such capacity, and its successors and 
assigns (collectively, the “Released Parties”) of and from 
any and all manner of suits, actions, which I or my heirs, 
executors, administrators or assigns may now have or 
hereafter may have arising from an injury to the Player 
named herein or Player’s family. I further INDEMNIFY 
and HOLD HARMLESS the Released Parties for any 
claim, damage or injury for which the Released Parties 
may become responsible as a result of any injury Player 
may sustain, or for any injury to a third party for which 
Player may become responsible, to the extent and 
amount in excess of any applicable insurance paid for 
such claim. 
 
In the event the above named Player becomes ill or is 
injured while participating in CHYAA activities, in my 

absence, I AUTHORIZE and CONSENT for CHYAA 
officials to seek and obtain emergency medical treatment 
for Player and further authorize the physician and/or 
hospital to render treatment to Player. 
 
I have read and agree to follow CHYAA’s code of conduct 
for players, parents and/or coaches.

for Parents, Players & Coaches 

 
Crieve Hall Youth Athletic Association (a.k.a. CHYAA or 
Crieve Hall Baseball) provides athletic programs for the 
education, enrichment and recreation of the youths in-
volved, and is designed to encourage fun, competition, 
good sportsmanship and community involvement. This 
Code of Conduct must be read, understood, agreed to 
and signed by the parent of each child. 
 
CHYAA League representatives will be in attendance any 
time games are being played so as to immediately ad-
dress behavior in violation of this Code of Conduct. Par-
ents are welcome to voice, to any League Commissioner 
or Board Member, any concerns regarding the league, 
the questionably inappropriate behavior of others and/
or the enjoyment and safety of their children. 
 
BEHAVIOR: Parents and players are, at all times, ex-
pected to conduct themselves with decorum and good 
sportsmanship toward players, coaches, parents and 
umpires. Inappropriate behavior including, but not lim-
ited to, profane, threatening, aggressive, argumentative 
or hostile language/action WILL NOT BE TOLERAT-
ED. Any spectator or participant engaged in inappropri-
ate behavior as indicated herein shall be asked to leave 

the field immediately. A subsequent shall result in a ban 
from attendance at a CHYAA event for the remainder of 
the season. Should the expelled party return following 
expulsion and/or refuse to leave, he/she will face crimi-
nal prosecution.
