This is from my personal journal, dated February 1, 1995. At that time TVBC
was meeting in the old Duffield Funeral Home while building our new facility. )

Tonight I watched a television program describing the events surrounding the
disappearance of an Air Force Lt. Colonel and his son in the mountains of Turkey.
Father and son were on a skiing excursion and were caught in a blizzard, leaving them
disoriented and lost. They remained lost for nine days before they were finally located
and rescued. When asked what kept them going for nine days, knowing that death was
imminent and rescue unlikely, the Lt. Colonel answered that their faith had kept them
going, and that “God knows where we are.”

I was deeply moved and touched by the Holy Spirit when I heard his response. As
children of God, we are never truly lost, no matter where we might find ourselves. We
could all learn from the experience these two people had, drawing from it comfort and
assurance.
