This question challenged me to 

take a look at my life and to see 

where I'm at in my walk with the 

Lord. Please read the following 

Scripture and let's talk about it. 

2 Peter 1:2 Grace and peace be 

multiplied to you in the knowl-

edge of God and of Jesus our 

Lord, 3 as His divine power has 

given to us all things that pertain 

to life and godliness, through the 

knowledge of Him who called us 

by glory and virtue, 4 by which 

have been given to us exceedingly 

great and precious promises, that 

through these you may be partak-

ers of the divine nature, having 

escaped the corruption that is in 

the world through lust. Fruitful 

Growth in the Faith 5 But also for 

this very reason, giving all dili-

gence, add to your faith virtue, to 

virtue knowledge, 6 to knowledge 

self-control, to self-control perse-

verance, to perseverance godli-

ness, 7 to godliness brotherly 

kindness, and to brotherly kind-

ness love. 8 For if these things 

are yours and abound, you will be 

neither barren nor unfruitful in 

the knowledge of our Lord Jesus 

Christ. 9 For he who lacks these 

things is shortsighted, even to 

blindness, and has forgotten that 

he was cleansed from his old sins. 

10 Therefore, brethren, be even 

more diligent to make your call 

and election sure, for if you do 

these things you will never stum-

ble; 

    First thing Peter does, is en-

courage us and lets us know what 

we truly possess by being a Chris-

tian. Verse 3 tells us that from the 

time we except Jesus as Lord and 

Savior, we are equipped with eve-

rything we need to be Holy and 

Righteous for eternity. Then, 

verse 4 tells us by his word, we 

are able to act the way we are 

supposed to. Seems easy enough, 

right? Well, not so fast, let's look 

at verse 5. You see, he's already 

done his part, now we are to work 

to continue to mature these things 

he has given us. You see, all the 

fruits of the Spirit live inside the 

new believer from the time he or 

she is saved. But it is up to us to 

grow and mature them so whatôs 

inside will show up on the outside 

in our actions towards others.  

   Now, are you on the right 

course? Verse 8 is the check step. 

If you are, you will be fruitful 

and have a full life in Christ. If 

youôre not (verse 9), then the 

bible says we have forgotten 

what the Lord has given and 

done for us and that we can't 

even see the things he has set 

before us. I believe a lot of us 

fall into the last part, usually 

very slowly, then end up in a 

luke-warm walk with the Lord. 

Verse 10, how sure are you? Is 

life full of stumbles, because 

you think youôre ripe and quit 

growing or is it a consistent 

learning, because you realize 

youôre green and always need-

ing to grow?

So, like everyone else 

in the restaurant, we tried to ignore 

and carry on a conversation and 

enjoy our supper. 

 

 When leaving the restau-

rant I decided to make a pit stop in 

the restroom.  While in there, I 

could hear someone talking to a 

child.  Then I realized after listen-

ing for a minute, that it was ñthat 

childò and the person was the 

grandmother.  The child was trying 

to scream at her but the grand-

mother, very calmly, kept repeating 

the same things:  we donôt scream 

at the table; we eat when we sup-

posed to; we donôt get up and run 

around; etc.  Just calmly over and 

over until the child calmed down.  

Then the grandmother said:  ñNow 

do we need to talk about this any-

more or do we need to continue 

talking about this?ò  It took a cou-

ple of times but the child finally got 

it.  I guess she realized that she 

wasnôt getting out of that stall until 

she totally understood what her 

grandmother was saying. 

 

 It made me think of how 

many times the Lord reminds us of 

things during the day.  He reminds 

us of things that we should know 

and be doing, but for whatever rea-

son we choose not to. For instance, 

the Bible is very clear about help-

ing others.  He doesnôt say just to 

help those in our church or our 

family.  He says we have an obliga-

tion to help everyone we come into 

contact with.  And if we donôt do 

that, or choose not to believe the Bi-

ble when it says that we should help 

others, then we may have a much 

bigger problem we need to deal with.  

Maybe we should ask ourselves if we 

are truly saved, according to the 

scripture below.   

 

 As it says in Matthew 25:31-

46, there will be a time when we will 

be accountable.  Very accountable.  

So when you run across those people 

that donôt feel that it is important to 

take care of others outside our church 

walls, you may want to share this 

scripture with them.  Hey people ï 

the things the Lord have provided for 

us arenôt ours to begin with.  Some-

where along the line we have forgot-

ten that everything we have is the 

Lordôs.  Why would anyone choose 

to withhold help to those in need?  

We all had to have someone at some 

point in time reach out to us.  What if 

someone didnôt?

39 When did we see 

You sick, or in prison, and visit You?ô 
40 ñAnd the King will answer them, óI 

assure you: Whatever you did for one 

of the least of these brothers of Mine, 

you did for Me.ô 41 Then He will also 

say to those on the left, óDepart from 

Me, you who are cursed, into the 

eternal fire prepared for the Devil 

and his angels! 42 For I was hungry 

and you gave Me nothing to eat; I 

was thirsty and you gave Me nothing 

to drink; 43 I was a stranger and you 

didnôt take Me in; I was naked and 

you didnôt clothe Me, sick and in 

prison and you didnôt take care of 

Me.ô 44 ñThen they too will answer, 

óLord, when did we see You hungry, 

or thirsty, or a stranger, or without 

clothes, or sick, or in prison, and not 

help You?ô 45 ñThen He will answer 

them, óI assure you: Whatever you 

did not do for one of the least of 

these, you did not do for Me either.ô 
46 ñAnd they will go away into eternal 

punishment, but the righteous into 

eternal life.ò
