All alternates may sign-in on-site until 30 minutes before play begins each day of the first round of Qualifying 
at the Player Registration Office. Order of Qualifying alternates will be based on the original acceptance list.

- US Open Online Credential System is available via usopen.org/playersonly. 
- Those under 18 also need to complete a secondary form also available via usopen.org/playersonly. Credentials (players, coaches, player 
guests, etc.) will be valid for two (2) days following the player’s elimination from the tournament (extensions may be allowed if requested 
by player in person). 
- Main Draw players receive three (3) guest credentials (one may be assigned to a coach with access to appropriate locker room, and one may be 
assigned to a private physio with access to fitness center). Seeded Main Draw Singles/Doubles players receive one (1) additional guest credential. 
Qualifying players receive two (2) guest credentials (one may be assigned to a coach with access to appropriate locker room). 
- Non-credentialed guests will only have access to the grounds from Tuesday, Aug 23 through Sunday, Aug 28.
