School and (4) teams at Leeward Community College.

Radford High School courts are available April and May (no March matches). Leeward is
available through the league season.

Match start times will be rotated weekly:

Radford match start times are: 7:30am, 9:30am, 11:30am, and 1:30pm. Courts are closed at
S5pm.

Leeward match start times are: 7:30am, 9:30am, 11:30 and 1:30pm. Courts are closed at
4:00pm.

3. Captains of the teams selected in the drawing will be required to sign an agreement to abide
by school rules (i.e., no alcohol, animal, littering, vandalism, and destruction of property).

4. Captains will return the agreement and a $150 deposit by the deadline established by the
ODTA.

5. The $150 deposit will be refunded provided no violations of school rules occurred at the
assigned courts.

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TENNIS COURT RULES
OAHU DISTRICT TENNIS ASSOCIATION

The following rules apply for all Oahu District Tennis Association league matches to be played at
public school, community college, and City and County of Honolulu Parks and Recreation tennis
facilities. Private Club rules shall apply for all matches played at club courts.

NO LITTERING — Remove and dispose all litter after your match.

NO SPECTATORS allowed inside court area while a match is being played unless agreed upon
by both teams.

NO DOGS or Animals allowed. The Honolulu Police Department (911) will respond when a
violation is reported.

NO USE of Tobacco Products on school/college premises.

NO DRINKING of Alcoholic Beverages. The Honolulu Police Department (911) will respond
when a violation is reported.

NO Glass Bottles or other glass products allowed on courts.

NO Skateboarding, Rollerblading, Biking, Baby Carriages, Shoes with Hard
Soles/Cleats/Raised Heels allowed on courts.

NO LOITERING on school/college premises after the last match of the day. The Honolulu
Police Department (911) will respond when a violation is reported.

Additional Special Rule for Leeward Community College: Do not open the umbrellas on the
picnic tables. Call Security at 455-0611 to report No Dogs/Animals and Alcohol violations.

Additional Special Rule for Kaiser High School: NO GUM Chewing and NO EATING allowed
inside court area.
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
