
Policy on the Appointment/Approval of SC Jr. Team Tennis Grievance and Grievance Appeal Committees
1. The Chairperson of the USTA SC Jr. Team Tennis (JTT) Committee shall, prior to the beginning of each championship year, recommend members for the USTA SC JTT Grievance Committee and USTA SC JTT Grievance Appeal Committee. This recommendation shall include a chairperson for each of these committees along with members to be approved by the Southern Section JTT League Coordinator, in accordance with National Regulations. 
2. Each Committee shall consist of no less than three persons, including a chair, to consider grievances or appeals. Committee members may be a combination of USTA SC JTT Committee Members and JTT Local League Coordinators and no person shall serve on both committees concurrently.
3. The USTA SC JTT Committees and their members will be identified on the USTA SC JTT website, along with the procedures for filing a grievance and/or grievance appeal as outlined in the National JTT Regulations for the current championship year.

4. When a grievance or grievance appeal is filed, the appropriate USTA SC JTT Committee will meet to adjudicate the issue as outlined in the current championship year USTA JTT National Regulations, to which all JTT leagues must adhere. 
5. If any member of either of these USTA SC JTT Committees has a potential conflict of interest with any party to an issue brought before that Committee, that member shall recuse himself or herself.  The Chairman of the USTA SC JTT Committee shall recommend a replacement for approval by the Southern Section Jr. Team Tennis League Coordinator for any member(s) recused or who otherwise cannot serve until the specific grievance case in question is decided.
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
