Captains’ Check-in.  The captains’ check-in desk will be open Friday morning starting 
at 6:45 am. Captains or a representative must check-in prior to your first team match. At 
check-in, captains will receive a captains’ gift along with t-shirts for the players attending the 
event. There will not be a captains’ meeting for this event.  

 
Match Check-In.  Captains must report to the scheduled match site at least 30 minutes 

prior to the scheduled match time to turn in a lineup.  All players must be present before you 
turn in your line up.  No player substitutions are permitted once lineups have been exchanged, 
except for injury, illness, or disqualification of a player prior to the start of the match, or 
unless otherwise authorized by USTA Texas.  

 
Match Site. We will have two sites for this event. The main site will be the John

additional site is T Bar M located at 2546 Texas 46, New Braunfels, TX 78132. 

 
Team Fee.  The team fee is $145.00.  The checks need to be payable to USTA Texas and 

mailed to Tosha Smith, 8105 Exchange Drive, Austin, Texas 78754. The team fee needs to be 
received no later than October 31st.  

 
Player Party.  The player party will be on Friday night at the John Newcombe Tennis 

Ranch. Dinner starts at 6:00 pm. and it will be a pasta buffet. We will have music and some 
prizes to give away. The cost is $10 per person and captains need to mail in one check for the 
players/guests that will be attending. Make checks payable to USTA Texas and the check 
needs to be mailed in by October 31st.  Please be sure to include which team it is for.

a third set, a “match” tie-break will be played (first to 10 points winning by 2).  Coman tie- 
break played in all tie-breaks.
