2014, two $1,000 awards will be given to Lake Norman area high school seniors.  

Eligibility • Lake Norman area high school senior planning to attend a 2- or 4-year college or 
university. 
 

• Currently attending a public or private high school in Charlotte (north of I-85), Concord 
(northwest of I-85), Cornelius, Davidson, Denver, East Lincoln County, Huntersville, 
Mooresville or Troutman.  
 

• Home-schooled high school seniors in the above footprint are also eligible.  

Selection 
Criteria 

Winning recipients will be chosen on the basis of the following criteria: 

• Active in competitive tennis in one or more of the following ways: USTA tournament 
player, high school tennis team participant and/or Jr. Team Tennis. 
 

• A 3.0 GPA. 
 

• Consideration will be given to leadership shown both on the tennis court and in the Lake 
Norman community. 
 

• Financial need is not a consideration for this award; however, you must disclose all other 
scholarship awards, including partial or full-ride athletic scholarships.    
 

• Award decisions are made by the Lake Norman Tennis Association’s Scholarship 
Committee. The LNTA is a non-profit and volunteer-based organization that promotes and 
develops the growth of tennis in the Lake Norman community.
