Team Challenges are low-pressure, team 
environments that allow youth to develop 
their skills through level-based play without 
an emphasis on instruction or results! 
This experience is for RED, ORANGE, and 
GREEN ball, and is designed for players 
before moving on to Junior Team Tennis, 
Team Events or Sanctioned Tournaments. 
Participants are expected to at least drop hit 
serve from the service line over the net and 
sustain a modified rally which can be rolling, 
trapping, bumping, or hitting. 

Designed to be delivered as a single event 
or a series of up to six events, with the 
objective of providing a fun and social 
environment that highlights character and 
skill development, this program is delivered 
by Net Generation Safe Play approved 

providers. It is a fantastic way to introduce a 
lifelong love of the game from the very first 
play opportunity!

TEAM TOURNAMENTS 
Team Tournaments are an innovative way for 
children to gain match experience, develop 
their skills through level-based play, and 
demonstrate good sportsmanship!  

Team Tournaments are for RED, ORANGE, 
and GREEN ball players  who aren't quite 
ready to move on to Junior Team Tennis 
or individual tournaments. Participants are 
expected to at least overarm serve into the 
appropriate service box and sustain hitting 
rally.

JUNIOR TEAM TENNIS
Colorado has the largest 
JTT program in the country. 
Both seasons (Summer 
and Fall) have age-group 
competition  (10s, 12s, 14s & 
18s), and each age group is 
further divided into skill levels: 
Entry-Level (Futures), Lower-
Intermediate (Challenger 
B), Higher-Intermediate 
(Challenger A) and Advanced 
(Championship). 

In the Summer session, teams 
of 3-6 players compete 
against other teams of 
similar age and skill on a 
weekly basis, vying for the 
opportunity to compete 
in the Colorado JTT State 
Championship (End of July). 
The Fall session incorporates 
elements of the 3v3 format.

JTT does not require a 
membership, but players 
must be registered through 
NetGeneration.com.

TEAM EVENTS 
The 3v3 format has also 
been put in place for a 
dozen intermediate-level 
tournaments in 2020 (up 
from 9 in 2019). Team Events 
are an innovative way for 
youngsters to gain match 
experience, develop their 
skills through level-based 
play, and demonstrate good 
sportsmanship!

Designed for Intermediate-
level (Challenger) players, 
these one-day events give 
competitors a chance to 
play singles and doubles in 
a team-friendly environment 
that allows substitutions, 
encourages coaching, and 
fosters camaraderie. Boys 
and girls can play together, 
keeping the atmosphere social 
and fun.

Sanctioned 3v3 Team 
Events do require a USTA 
membership, but USTA 
Colorado will reimburse new 
players the membership fee.

These challenger-level events will use the 3v3 format, in which two teams of 4-6 players (comprised 
of boys, girls and/or co-ed) will compete against each other in side-by-side singles & doubles action.

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Players competing in 7-10 year-old divisions in 10s 
Tournaments and JTT all begin on a 60-foot court using the 
ORANGE  ball. Players can earn advancement to compete with 
a GREEN ball.

In addition to playing right-sized tennis with modified racquets, 
balls and courts, kids in Colorado track their points online — 
earning “stars” and “trophies” as they progress through the 10 
and Under Youth Progression Pathway.

Player’s progress is tracked through Sanctioned/"Tagged" 
tournaments and Junior Team Tennis, where players earn 
participation points/credits (STARS).

Players earn achievement credits (TROPHIES) at select 
tournaments if they reach the finals, and additional points if 
they win the tournament. There are also several "Non-Tagged" 
tournaments where players can play in a less-competitive event.

Progress updates will be published weekly, and emails will 
automatically be generated by the system to alert kids/
parents who have advanced to a new ball level. Players will also 
occasionally receive emails with encouraging status updates.

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Climbing the Ladder
As young players gain experience through entry-level events 
(Team Challenges, Team Tournaments and JTT), they gain 
confidence to compete at a higher level. Challenger divisions 
offer juniors the opportunity to experience the next level of 
competitive play.

Challenger tournaments are geared toward intermediate-level 
players with some competitive experience — JTT, Team Events 
and/or high school doubles. These programs act as a bridge 
to Championship level events, or helping high school age 
competitors gain experience in order to move up their school 
ladder.
