The Pa-
triots enter this week with a streak of six straight victories against Buffalo, 
including series sweeps in 2017 and 2018. The Patriots will be looking 
for their 27th series sweep overall and the 15th series sweep since Bill 
Belichick became head coach in 2000. 
	 New England holds a 75-43-1 edge in the series and have won 34 of 
the last 39 games between the clubs, dating back to 2000. 
	 The series between the AFC East rivals began in 1960. The Patriots 75 
wins over the Bills are their highest victory total over any opponent, eight 
higher than their own total over the New York Jets (67).
	 After seven consecutive series sweeps and 15 consecutive Patriots 
wins from 2003-10, Buffalo ended the streak with a 34-31 victory at Ralph 
Wilson Stadium in the first meeting between the teams in 2011. The 15-
game win streak is tied for the fourth-longest winning streak over a sin-
gle opponent in NFL history. The Patriots avenged that loss in the 2011 
regular-season finale by overcoming a 21-0 first-quarter deficit and scor-
ing 49 unanswered points en route to a 49-21 victory.

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Since Robert Kraft purchased the team in 
1994, the Patriots have experienced one of 
the most dramatic turnarounds in the histo-
ry of sports. In his 26 seasons of ownership, 
he has transformed one of the league’s least 
successful clubs into what observers view as 
a model NFL franchise. In the five seasons 
immediately preceding his purchase (1989-
93), the Patriots were a moribund team, win-
ning just 19 of 80 games (.238 pct.), logging 
the worst record in the NFL over that span. 
When he bought the franchise on Jan. 21, 
1994, Kraft announced his intention to bring 
a championship to New England, a tall order 
considering the team’s previous success 
rate. But under Kraft’s leadership, the Patriots have won more division titles 
(18), conference crowns (10) and Super Bowl championships (6) than any 
other NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have achieved the most winning 
seasons (23) and have the fewest losing seasons (2) since Kraft assumed 
ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bowl LIII was the 10th Super Bowl ap-
pearance since Kraft purchased the team, a period during which no other 
team has appeared in more than four Super Bowls. In Kraft’s 26 seasons, 
the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 21 times, more than doubling the 
franchise’s accomplishments during its first 34 seasons. Kraft earned his 
23rd winning season in 26 years of owning the franchise in 2019.

•	 DB Devin McCourty was named AFC Defensive Player of the Month 
for September after he intercepted a pass in each of the first four 
games of the season, tying a team record for most consecutive games 
with an interception.

•	 P Jake Bailey has earned two AFC Special Teams Player of the Week  
Awards after a Week 3 win over the Jets and a Week 11 win at Philadel-
phia. Bailey is the first rookie to be awarded two Special Teams Player 
of the Week honors in the same season since Kansas City Chiefs K 
Harrison Butker in 2017.

•	 WR Matthew Slater was named AFC Special Teams Player of the Week 
following a Week 12 win over the Cowboys.

It was Slater’s first career blocked punt and it 
led to the game’s only touchdown two plays later. It was the first Play-
er of the Week Award for Slater in a career spanning 12 seasons and 
seven Pro Bowl selections as a special teamer.

Peyton 
Manning is second with 136 wins in his first

“It just seems to be that everyone keeps wanting to pay for my 
school, so I’m not going to turn it down,” Karras told the Boston 
Globe.

Karras and Thuney began their MBA pursuit two weeks after the Pa-
triots  Super Bowl LI victory by taking online classes and Skyping with 
professors from Indiana University’s Kelley School of Business up un-
til training camp. They continued their classes in the 2018 offseason.

The special teams ace shared what it means to be a captain with 
high school football players in a story published by The Boston 
Globe. “I think first and foremost, you have to be able to put others 
before yourself. Being a captain and leadership is about serving, 
and to me, that means a great deal of sacrifice – putting aside per-
sonal agendas for the greater common goal. Leadership is equated 
with sacrifice. I think you have to be willing to do whatever it takes 
for the unit to succeed.

He al-
most always draws two guys out there unless they’re in an eight-
man rush. Most of the time, there’s two guys out there — fourth-and-
short, where they’re trying to protect the box — but he draws a lot 
of double teams, and deservedly so. He does an outstanding job of 
covering punts.”

PATH TO THE NFL
The road to the NFL was anything but easy for linebacker and 2013 
second-round draft pick Jamie Collins Sr. The youngest of five siblings 
growing up in Quentin, Miss., Collins Sr. lost both of his parents when 
he was six years old and was raised by one of his sisters.

After being selected by the Patriots in the first round of the 2010 NFL

last year. The two became the 12th set of twins to play in the NFL. 
In the season opener, Devin and Jason became the first set of twins 
to play together on the same NFL team since 1926 when Gene and 

Tom Golsen suited up together for the Louisville Colonels. Shaquill 
and Shaquem Griffin of the Seattle Seahawks also accomplished this 
unique occurrence on Kickoff Weekend. New England also had twins 
on the team in 2017, with TE Jacob Hollister on the roster and WR Cody 
Hollister on the practice squad.
	 Devin and Jason were cornerbacks in the Rutgers secondary from 
2005-08. Devin redshirted for the 2005 season and was a year behind 
his brother in eligibility. Devin became the second twin to suit up for the 
Patriots, after CB Kato Serwanga was a member of the team from 1998-
2000. His twin brother, Jason, played for San Francisco and Minnesota 
from 1999-2001. According to McCourty’s mother, the two can only be 
told apart by tiny scars on their faces left by chickenpox.

McCourty had a 104-yard kickoff return for a touchdown vs. N.Y. Jets 
(10/21/12), the second longest kickoff return in team history. Ellis 
Hobbs has the longest in team history with a 108-yard return for a 
touchdown at N.Y. Jets on Sept. 9, 2007.

BROTHERS IN ARMS
Devin and Jason McCourty have seen first-hand the effects of sickle 
cell disease. Both their aunt and uncle lived with the disease while 
their father carried the trait. Devin and Jason partnered with Embrace 
Kids Foundation to form their own “Tackle Sickle Cell” campaign aim-
ing to educate the public, increase blood donations and raise mon-
ey and awareness for the fight against sickle cell disease. Devin’s 
work with the local Boston Children’s Hospital has helped advance 
research of the disease with doctors now as close as they’ve ever 
been to a cure.

PATRIOTS IN THE PLAYOFFS
The Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 27 times in their 60-year 
history.

A DECADE OF DOMINANCE (2000-09)
	 When Robert Kraft purchased the New England Patriots in 1994, few would have thought that just 18 years later the fran-
chise would be the undisputed team of the decade in the first decade of the new millennium. Kraft brought a winning vision 
to the organization and dedicated his resources to building a consistent winner. On Jan. 27, 2000, Kraft hired Bill Belichick to 
coach the team, and three months later the team drafted then-unheralded quarterback Tom Brady, putting the final pieces in 
place for the Patriots to become the most successful NFL team of the 2000s. The tallies listed below represent totals during 
the 2000-09 seasons.

A DECADE OF DOMINANCE (2010-19)
	
The New England Patriots have earned more wins (140) in the past decade (2010-2019) than any other team in the NFL has over any 10-year span 
with 115 regular-season victories and 16 playoffs wins. They also own the highest winning percentage (.701) of any team in professional sports 
since 1994. The Patriots also won a league-leading three Super Bowls in the 2010s, increasing their total to six and tying them with the Pittsburgh 
Steelers for most all-time. The Patriots won more conference championships (5), appeared in more conference championship games (8) and won 
more division titles (9) than any other NFL team. This landmark decade comes on the heels of another dominant decade, as the Patriots also led 
the NFL in Super Bowl victories, conference championships, conference championship game appearances and division titles in the 2000s.
