b. He knows everything about every day of our life - Psalm 139:1-6,16

c. We cannot comprehend the extent of his knowledge - Psalm 139:6

3. Our deaths are precious to God
a. The sovereignty of God - Psalm 104:29

b. The purpose of God in giving life - Gen 1:28; Matt. 28:19-20; Phil.
1:19-26

c. The purpose of God in our death - 2 Cor. 5:5; Isaiah 57:1,2
