The Library has collections of  books, 
journals, DVDs, and CDs.



Library book collections include 
these Sections:

• Reference – books to aid in Bible 
study – includes concordances, 
Bible encyclopedias, and 
commentaries. These reference 
materials may be checked out.

• Adult Non-Fiction – this collection 
includes books on theology and 
practical Christian living. 
Biographies are in their own 
section at the end of the 900s. 

• Adult Fiction – a collection by 
Christian writers, arranged by 
author’s last name. 



Library book collections include 
these Sections:

• 3 sections of Children’s books, 
divided by age-level: Easy, Junior, 
and Young Adult which includes 
non-fiction, biography, and fiction 
titles.

• The library also has a collection for 
parents to use in sex education. 
Please contact the Librarian or 
Children’s Ministries staff for 
access. To know what is available, 
these materials are cataloged and 
searchable in the online catalog.

• NOTE: Journals do not have their own 
book card. Simply complete a post-it note 
with the date, your name, title of the 
journal and issue (month and year) and 
leave it in the Sign-out box.
