Work in us more 

profound and abiding repentance; Give us the fulness of a godly grief 

which is ever powerful, and ever confident; Grant that our repentance 

will enable us to see more clearly the brightness and glory of the 

cross of Jesus Christ, in whose name we pray.  Amen.
