The biblical doctrine of salvation may be ] affrey Presbyterian Church

summarized as follows:
1) There is only one God. An Orthodox Presbyterian Church

2) We are created by this one God.

3) We have rebelled against God. I..l
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4) We deserve God’s condemnation.

The Bible declares “all have sinned and fall short of the glory of
God” (Romans 3:23). “There is no one righteous, not even one”
(Romans 3:10). Far from giving God our perfect devotion, we
“neither glorified Him as God nor gave thanks to Him”
(Romans1:21). We worshiped and served created things rather
than the Creator” (Romans 1:23). Before God the Judge the entire
human race stands guilty as rebels.

Preaching the Christ of Scripture

5) Nevertheless, in His great love, God the Father sent his
Son Jesus Christ into the world to save sinners by dying in
their place on the cross.

“For God so loved the world that he gave his only begotten Son,

that whoever believes in him, shall not perish but have eternal

life” (John 3:16, alternate translation). “This is love: not that we

loved God, but that he loves us and sent his Son as the one who

would turn aside his wrath, taking away our sins” (1 John 4:10,

alternate translation). At the cross Jesus died as a Substitute. He

took the place of sinners and received the punishment their sins

deserved (2 Corinthians 5:21, 1 Peter 2:24, 3:18). The Holy God

did not lay aside a single demand of his justice.
