That will probably take you close to 30-minutes 

each day to accomplish.  

On days you are desperate for time and don’t have the ability to read that 

day’s assigned text, then just watching the daily video will give you the 

points to remember. That’s only a 5-7 minute commitment.  

In some ways, the daily online videos are like those study guides some 

high school students use … CLIFF NOTES which are summaries of great 

works of literature.

, I need a commitment from 

you. I’m looking for 50 people to sign up, showing their interest in this study 

campaign. Please sign up by November 1
st
. The sign-up clipboards are on 

the table next to the ‘fake palm tree’ and on the pew in front of where I            

usually sit.     

With the approaching winter months, our elders realized that some may 

have difficulty driving in the dark of Wednesday nights. An alternate 

Wednesday afternoon devotional service & Bible class will be offered if 

there is interest.
