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This week in BIBLE STUDY MADE EASY      

Moses begins an exposition of principal laws, 

some of which he gives here in Deuteronomy 

for the first time and some of which he had 

already given but now further explains or 

reemphasizes. Although these laws are tradi-

tionally known as the Laws of Moses, it is of 

course God who is their source.  

Most of the laws are set forth in the form of 

statutes. Others are in the nature of case deci-

sions or ethical duties. Some of the laws are given  

to meet only temporary or immediate needs, while others are intend-

ed to last for centuries. The laws are to be read to the people at reg-

ular times throughout each year in order that each person can learn 

them and have no excuses for not obeying them.  

These laws are ultimately designed to teach the Israelites (and us 

today) to respect and honor God, to make them holy and aware of 

their separateness as a specially chosen people, and to learn re-

spect for the rights of their fellow Israelites. Laws regulating person-

al injury, or even diet, are no less significant than those regulating 

offerings. Any law from God is SIGNIFICANT. All are given by a  

personal and loving God to whom the people have sworn allegiance 

and promised obedience.  

These laws may sometimes appear to be cruel or unnecessarily 

harsh, particularly the penalties which accompany offenses. Yet 

what may appear to be cruel and unusual in today’s world must be 

viewed in the context of the life and times in which the Israelites are 

living. Death and suffering are very much a reality to all people of 

the time in Deuteronomy and surrounding nations and kings practice 

unspeakable cruelties. Thus, the laws given to Moses are designed 

to lift the consciousness of Israel and impose a higher level of ethi-

cal conduct. The concepts of due process and equal justice found 

here are in the foundation of our US laws today. 

What do we gain by studying these laws today? We gain a higher 

respect of God …a yearning to honor Him more each day …and a 

desire to live better lives. May BIBLE STUDY MADE EASY contin-

ue to be a blessing to you!
