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DEFINITIONS:
1. Is it mostly pictures? Do the pictures tell a story?

2. Is it for kids (up through age 14)?

3. Is it good? Is it different?

4. It’s OK if the illustrator is dead.

5. Is this the first time the pictures were shown in a book?

6. Was it printed in the USA?

7. Is it mostly in English?

8. Was it published last year?

9. Does the illustrator live in the USA?
10. Look only at the book or books that the illustrator published last year.

CRITERIA:

The overall question: is it good? But what does “good” mean?

1. Look at skill in technique – does the style of the art match the story?

2. Do the pictures tell the story? Do they show the mood and feel of the story?

3. Multi-media doesn’t count.

4. But lettering in the book and the overall design of the book may count.

5. It doesn’t matter if the book teaches important lessons. It just matters that the book looks good.

6. It also doesn’t matter if the book is popular. It just matters that the book looks good.
