Textual accents are always assumed to be on the penultimate syllable, 
unless indicated by an acute accent (e.g. há-be-as, sus-cí-pi-ant); other syllables are sung lightly. A smaller-sized 
note in the score (liquescent – e.g. sanc-tam, quon-dam, ae-ter-nam) acts as a passing note to the next note, and 
is “semi-vocalized”.
