DIRECTIONS TO GEORGIA VETERANS MEMORIAL CEMETERY

2617 Vinson Highway

Milledgeville, Georgia  31061

Military Service Commences 1:00 p.m.

Take right out of church parking lot onto Lake Oconee Parkway/Ga 44.

Continue to follow Ga. 44 (2.9 miles).

Turn left onto Old Phoenix Road ( second traffic light, McDonalds on corner).

Continue on Old Phoenix Rd (5.5 miles).

Turn right onto Sparta Highway/Ga. 16.

Take first left on Pea Ridge Road.

Continue on Pea Ridge Road (8.1 miles).

Turn left onto Milledgeville Rd/US 441/Ga 24 (traffic light).

Continue to follow US 441 S/Ga 24 (9.7 miles).

Turn right onto Roberson Mill Rd NE/US 441 S/Ga 29 (traffic light, mall on right).

Continue to follow Roberson Mill Rd NE/US 441 S/Ga 29 (7.4 miles  You will see green 
sign on left side of road for Ga. Veterans Memorial Cemetery to make left turn).

Turn left onto Carl Vinson Road SE. (Midway Elementary School is on the corner).

Continue on Carl Vinson Road SE (1.6 miles).

Turn right onto Vinson Highway SE/GA 112 (.4 miles. Another green sign showing 
direction).

Take the first right onto Vinson Highway SE (.8 miles).

The cemetery is at the end of Vinson Highway SE, make right into cemetery.

Chapel where military service will be performed is second right past administrative/
office building.

Military honors will be performed in chapel beginning 1:00 p.m. SHARP.
