The Cincinnati Ski Club was founded by three guys; Robert Chalfant Pugh Il, Richard C. Duble and Mike
Fremo ntin 1950 . Their idea was to start a club so they could economize on travel, gear and

accommodations and maybe meet some athletic desirables of the opposite sex, as well as have a critical

mass for outings (in those days it was mostly Boyne M ountain). And so it went. Trips consisted of carpool
road trips to Boyne (12 hours because there were no interstate highways then) and even a carpool trip to

Bill Maxwell joined the Cincinnati Ski Club after being released from the US Army, probably in 1954.
Meetings were on Wednesdays at the Bronze Lanturn (near Rookwood) at the corner of Smith & Edwards
Rd. Itis now a gas station. The club organized c ar-pool trips to Boyne Mountain in Michigan at their
meetings. Volunteer d  rivers raised their hands, & then riders raised their hands until the cars were full.
Almost everyone had their own skis (possibly Army issue) with bear trap bindings & no releases. Bill
recalls once leaving his rear seat passenger at a gas station in Michigan on a car pool trip when he

thought the guy was asleep un der a blanket in the rear seat. Bill
of Aliomi nabl e Snowmano.

Rudy Parzer worked at Shillitos selling ski equipment around these years before starting his own ski shop
on Galbraith Rd., 1/4 mile West of | -75.

Bill Oscamp (of jewelry fame) had bought a 1942 Grayhound bus in Pa. in 1946. Bill Maxwell then bought

the busin 1956 for CSC ski trips. (see photo below) It was normally a 34 passenger bus, but there was an

aisle modified in the middle to accommodate card tables on both sides, plus 2 bunk beds in the back

where the 5 person bench had been. There was also a unigue commode added n ear the back onthe  side
by the emergency exit door. It consisted of a large potato chip can with a seat on top. To empty it, the

bus was pulled to the side of the road so that the emergency door

tilted away from the road. The door

was opened, & the potato chip can contents were spilled out. Bill sold the bus in 1966.

Bill met his future wife Jan on the bus about 1957 & they married in 1959.

1960 - 1969

The Cincinnati Ski CI ub was incorporated in Dec. 1960. The original Trustees were Richard Kuck, Lee
Rohde, and Dorothy Gatch. Meetings were at the Bond Hill American Legion Hall.

For those mechanically inclined... On a 1963 trip coming home on a very cold nite from Boyne Mount ain,
Bill was driving the Maxwell bus & noticed that the air  -brake tank pressure was slowly declining. He used

the hand brake as much as possible & finally stopped in Toledo for food & repair. The air compressor was
working & cycling  air into the first air ~ "wet" tank where all the moisture gets trapped. However, the

second air tank with the gage showed lo w pressure. He used a road flare to thaw the pipe between the

wet & dry tanks until he heard a pop of ice shoot into the dry tank. Then, to prevent further freezing, he
removed the air cleaner on the compressor & poured some gin into the compressor inlet. The gin was

considered very appropriate because the bus was now 21 years old!

Eventually, CSC chartered bu  ses when the "Maxwell Bus Lines " was no longer av ailable. They dutifully
divided the cost by the number of seats, but lost money if all seats were not filled. So they began to over -
book, like the airlines, in order to possibly have a profit for a CSC club reserve. However, on the first trip,

1970 - 1979

Around 1970, CSC & the Dayton ski club decided to form an association. Irish Condorodis & others from
Cincin nati met with Bob Miller & Corky Kole of Dayton to form the Ohio Valley Ski Council, named by
Corky. They met at the Kenwood Medical building & soon got Lexington & Springfield to join. The OVSC
continues today with about 15 club s as members.

The 70 6 abigsrerease in membership and trip variety somewhat due to the popularity of skiing

overall and supported by better and safer equipment. The club began running water ski trips in the

summer at Lake Cumberland which were very popular. Cases of beer were  stacked on the front decks,
making sure to leave a window for the houseboat driver to see out.
