

INTERNATIONAL MEDICAL AND DENTAL COMMITTEE
This committee was initially called The International Dental Committee and was organized as a Rotary District 6450 Committee in 2001.  The committee operated for 8 years from 2001 to 2008.  In 2005 the name was changed to International Medical and Dental Committee to better represent all the medical equipment being distributed along with the dental equipment.
In 2001 Rotary was given most of the equipment from Northwestern University School of Dentistry when the dental school was discontinued - on the condition that Rotary remove the equipment.  This equipment was obtained as a result of a year-long effort by Fred Otto and Terry Bartolini to persuade Northwestern University to donate the equipment to Rotary.  Committee members were Carl Schumann (Chairman) , Fred Otto, Terry Bartolini, Brian Andersen, Ted Gifford, Mike Slevnik, Eldon Tracey, and David Rock.
The committee was organized to distribute all the dental equipment received from Northwestern University.  After the committee was in operation many more donations of dental equipment and other medical equipment and supplies were received from hospitals, clinics, suppliers, and private dental practices.  Over the course of the 8 years of operation some 19 projects were completed, distributing more than 100 dental offices and other equipment in 14 different countries around the world.  An estimated $1.5 Million dollars worth of equipment and supplies was distributed.
The committee ceased operation in 2008 when the warehouse being used was no longer available.   A new Hospital Equipment Logistics Program (HELP) committee was organized in 2008 and the International Medical and Dental Committee transferred all residual funds in its account to the new HELP committee.
