McCauley, motion seconded by Stana, all in favor. 

Presidentôs Report: Handbooks are no longer available for purchase for $5 on the website due to cost prohibited to sell, but hand-

book is now available for download on the website.

Old Business  

Proposed new classes.  PJ Koehler presented ideas for new class to be offered at our shows.

¶ Under saddle classes - a group class ñsuitable to be a dressage horseò and to split the dressage eq. classes into walk /trot

A motion was passed to add the under saddle classes to the championship schooling show in October. The sport horse in had class was 

voted down due to the need to have a specialized judge for a recognized show and for schooling shows the breeders can show in the 

Handler in hand classes H.C. to get experience with their young horses in the arena.  The 12ò jump height was voted down due to lack 

of interest in that class.
