UAHT is launching a Direct Out-

reach initiative to identify victims of 

human trafficking in various settings 

and systems within the Houston com-

munity (e.g. jails and detention cen-

ters). The goal is to connect victims 

men, women and children, to social 

service providers for the recovery pro-

cess. UAHT is in the process of devel-

oping three types of direct outreach: 

 A. Latino/Hispanic Population ð Many of Houstonõs eth-

nically diverse populations are vulnerable to exploitation due 

to cultural and language barriers. One of UAHTõs first areas 

of primary focus is to connect with domestic workers and day 

laborers, two industries that are vulnerable to labor exploita-

tion and human trafficking. 

 B. Detention Facility Outreach ð Potential sex trafficking 

victims will be identified by law enforcement partners, upon 

arrest, and UAHT will be notified that potential victims are in 

holding. UAHT will then provide these individuals with re-

sources and assist them with connecting to services if they 

choose to received help.  

 C. Juvenile Detention Center Outreach ð This outreach 

will overlap with the current youth prevention program. 

UAHT will not only educate youth on human trafficking, but 

also create activities such as yoga, art therapy and crafts in 

which they can participate and build trust with staff. The ideal 

end result is that the youth feel comfortable asking for help if 

needed.
