The Mid-Rio Grande Levee Task Force (LFT) is in the process of developing a Report to the New Mexico Legislature.
The Mid-Rio Grande Levee system extends along the Rio Grande River from Algodones in Sandoval County, New
Mexico to San Marcial in Socorro County, New Mexico.

Within the Mid Rio Grange Levee Study Area, there are approximately 13.7 miles of certifiable levees (Corrales Levee
is 10.6 miles and the Bernalillo County West Levee is 3.1 miles). The remaining Rio Grande River Study Area consists
of approximately 123 miles of non-engineered spoil bank sections that are serving as levees.

With the exception of the Corrales Levee (if vegetation requirements are resolved) and the Albuquerque West Levee,
none of the spoil bank sections in the Study Area would be certified under the current regulations as levees, thus im-
pacting the floodplain mapping under the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) administered by the Federal Emer-
gency Management Agency (FEMA).

There is a 2 mile gap in the levee system for the Albuquerque area known as the Montano Gap. The vicinity is on the
west side of the Montano Bridge of the Rio Grande River where rapid urbanization has been occurring.

Within the Levee Study area the following local government jurisdictions reside: Sandoval County, Bernalillo County,
Valencia County, and Socorro County. The municipalities are Bernalillo, Corrales, Los Ranchos de Albuquerque, Albu-
guerque, Bosque Farms, Peralta, Los Lunas, Belen, and Socorro.

Within the Levee Study Area there are several local special purpose authorities: Middle Rio Grande Conservancy Dis-
trict (MRGCD); Flood Control Districts Albuquerque Metropolitan Arroyo Flood Control Authority (AMFCA); Southern
Sandoval County Arroyo Flood Control Authority (SSCAFCA); Eastern Sandoval County Arroyo Flood Control Authority
(ESCAFCA)

Within the Levee Study Area the following tribal jurisdictions reside: Cochiti Indian Reservation; Santo Domingo Indian
Reservation; San Felipe Indian Reservation Santa Ana Indian Reservation and Isleta Indian Reservation

Within the Levee Study Area to name a few federal and State agencies administer floodplain management programs
affecting levees: Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA); U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE); U. S.
Bureau of Reclamation (BOR) U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service; New Mexico Department of Homeland Security and
Emergency Management (NMDHSEM); New Mexico Interstate Stream Commission; Office State Engineers (OSE).

Five levee projects are being processed for reconstruction by the USACE:

Town of Bernalillo

Middle Rio Grande Bernalillo to Berlin (Corrales, MT. View, Isleta, Belen Units)
Albuquerque Levees

Albuguerque West Levees

Rio Grande Floodway (san Acacia to Bosque del Apache)

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Floodplain Management From Now On

From ASFPM October 2009 Issue of News and Views

Floodplain managers all know that “rivers will do what rivers will do” (and oceans, too, for that matter).
But seldom has a volume of collective wisdom about these vital, yet threatening floodprone lands adopted
that straightforward premise.

Now, Floodplain Management: A New Approach for a New Era brings into focus the need for and a proc-
ess by which we can integrate the physical and biological systems of floodplains with our societal needs
and capabilities. This new book uses ten case studies to describe current floodplain management practices,
often unfortunately based on dam or levee projects that do not incorporate an understanding of natural
processes and functions of waterways. Then, the authors introduce a preferred approach—analyzing seven
basic questions about what aspects of the river setting are valued, what approaches would capitalize on
those values, what risks need to be minimized, what the costs and benefits of various approaches would be,
and finally, how each alternative approach enhances the floodplain resource and/or reduces the flood risk.
The outcome is a strategy for working with the natural tendencies of the river by retreating from the flood-
plain, using building practices to accommodate the effects of floodwaters, and giving strong preference to
nonstructural measures, using flood protection structures only as a last resort.

The book’s authors, Bob Freitag, Susan Bolton, Frank Westerlund, and J.L.S. Clark, have set up a website
through which they are inviting “blog-like” conversation about case studies or projects that address issues
in the book, such as storage of flood waters, living with flooding, levees, and managing land to preserve
floodplain resources and functions.

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When you Lose Your PAL

From ASFPM October News and Views

No, this month’s column is not a segment from a Dr. Phil or Oprah show. But with the number of
provisionally accredited levees (PALS) that already have or will soon be reaching the end of their two-year
PAL designation (with California leading the way), lots of questions are being raised again about PALs . . .
including questions about flood insurance.

When a levee loses its PAL designation and FEMA starts the map revision process, residents and
business owners need to understand that the levee no longer provides the minimum protection and that
they should seriously consider buying flood insurance NOW. The “good” news is that most properties in
moderate- and low-risk areas will qualify for the National Flood Insurance Program’s low-cost Preferred
Risk Policy (PRP). Annual premiums for a PRP start as low as $119 for a residence (for $20,000 in build-
ing coverage and $8,000 in contents coverage). In most cases, the policyholder can renew that PRP until
their building is mapped into a high-risk area. (We are skipping the grandfathering discussion for now!) If
the county or community provides the proper documentation before the new map revision goes into effect
to show the levee can be accredited, then the property owners still should be encouraged to retain cover-
age because the risk of flooding has not been eliminated, ONLY REDUCED.

Often when a levee is accredited for the first time or re-accredited, the media, insurance agents,
other stakeholders and even community officials will be caught saying that the property owners DON'T
NEED flood insurance anymore. That is soooo wrong! We all should be saying that it will no longer be a
federal REQUIREMENT for most properties secured with loans in high-risk areas. There is a big differ-
ence between “need” and “required.” People behind levees NEED flood insurance to protect their prop-
erty, even if it isn’t required. Again, the risk is still there and they should be reminded of that. A good ex-
ample of an outreach success was an instance in which about 75,000 properties were mapped out of
high-risk areas (via two LOMRS) when levees along the Sacramento and American rivers were accred-
ited. The Sacramento Area Flood Control Agency undertook an aggressive outreach campaign, which
convinced 70% of the policyholders to renew their coverage after the LOMRs became effective.

So, when you lose a PAL, let the property owners know early about the change, what it means,
and what their flood insurance options are (e.g., grandfathering). Mother Nature won't wait until the new
maps go into effect, so informing people early could save many from financial ruin if a flood hits . . . and it
might just keep the situation from devolving into a bad-talk-show fiasco later, when the maps do become
effective.

The Risk MAP (Risk Mapping, Assessment, and Planning) Multi-Year contract for FEMA Region VI
(Arkansas, Louisiana, New Mexico, Oklahoma, and Texas) has been awarded to the RAMPP Team (Risk
Assessment, Mapping, and Planning Partners). The RAMPP Team is a joint venture between URS, Dew-
berry, and ESP Associates. The RAMPP Team services include operating a Regional Support Center
(RSC) located in Denton, Texas and providing production and technical services for FEMA’s Risk MAP pro-
gram (flood studies, risk assessments, outreach, and other services).

Recently the RAMPP Team received the notice to proceed for flood studies in four New Mexico counties.
The RAMPP teams work will include all activities from scoping through post-preliminary. Scoping Meetings
for these flood studies will be conducted at the following times and locations:

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Gilbert White Memorial Near Reality

Fundraising Goal in Sight

ASFPM member Clancy Philipsborn recently updated us regarding the creation of a memorial to
honor Gilbert F. White, the renowned University of Colorado geographer and environmentalist who was one
of the original supporters and mentors of the Association of State Floodplain Managers.

The memorial will be a stone and glass flood marker, erected on Boulder Creek in central Boul-
der, Colorado, White’s hometown. The creek is considered one of the highest potential flood hazards in
Colorado, and the monument will not only show real-time flood depth, but will also indicate depths of previ-
ous historical floods and estimated 100-year and 500-year flood levels. Accompanying informational plaques
will provide information about flood safety and about Gilbert himself — the man often referred to as the

“Father of Floodplain Management.”

To date, the committee has raised over $67,400 of the $100,000
needed to install the monument. In addition, the group recently received a
“challenge grant” of $15,000, and thus any donations received before Decem-
ber 15 of this year will be matched by funds from the challenge grant up to a
total of $30,000.

“If we can match this challenge, we’ll have over $97,000” Philips-
born said, “and our goal will be within reach this calendar year. We will be able
to begin construction this winter, which would be wonderful, since winter is the
low-flow period for Boulder Creek and the frozen ground would mean minimal
environmental impacts on the creek and surrounding area.” The memorial
would then be completed in time for dedication next summer.

The project has received final city approval and the committee is
now working on final engineering and design specifications, as well as obtain-
ing various construction permits and developing a construction schedule.

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TECHNICAL BULLETINS

“Should Do” or “Must Do”

Over the years, FEMA has produced 11 Technical Bulletins (TBs) that basically are “how tos” for various development issues in
regulatory floodplains. They provide guidance such as how to build an elevator, design of openings in foundations, or breakaway
wall design. But the operative word here is “guidance”.

In my mind, “guidance” is something someone gives, and the receiver can either take it or leave it, and if they leave it, there is no
penalty or negative effect. TBs are said to be guidance documents. In fact, the following are excerpts that are found in all of
FEMA's TBs:

The Technical Bulletins provide guidance concerning the building performance standards of the NFIP, which are contained in Title
44 of the U.S. Code of Federal Regulations at Section 60.3.

The bulletins do not create regulation; rather, they provide specific guidance for complying with the minimum requirements of exist-
ing NFIP regulations.

So the question is, if TBs are guidance, do | have to follow the instructions? Are they mandatory or can | pick and choose what |
want to do — without penalty or negative effect?

The answer is that we should consider Technical Bulletins to be mandatory and the guidance in them should be followed. Even
though the statement is made above that, “The bulletins do not create regulation; rather, they provide specific guidance for comply-
ing with the minimum requirements of existing NFIP regulations”, the guidance provided is not necessarily optional.

Regulations are based on law. But regulations are purposely designed to be somewhat vague. The “guidance” in FEMA's TBs
provides specific, mandatory instructions on how the intent of the regulation must be carried out. In essence, they provide the in-
structions to meet the expectations of the law.

Examples:

1. Iffill is introduced into the regulatory floodplain, then the provisions of TB 10 are absolutely necessary. Compaction is re-
quired. A checklist of mandatory items is included before a Community Official should sign and certify that the project is
reasonably safe from flooding.

2. If there is an enclosure below the BFE, there are specific instructions on the openings that are required as compared to
other types of foundations that are much more detailed than the simple paragraph in the Regulation. See TB 1

3. TB 2 provides a definition for “Flood Resistant Materials” and detailed descriptions of what types of materials may be used
in specific portions of a structure.

So, is the guidance in FEMA’s Technical Bulletins mandatory? Yes — because they provide the instructions on how to meet the
intent of the Regulation, which, in turn, reflects how one should meet the intent of the Law.

One of the last statements in the Technical Bulletins is that if you have any questions, ask your FEMA Region. We would be happy
to help you out.
