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2012 IATSA Conference Session Descriptions
Sex Offender Management:  Communication and Standards of Practice                     			Mary Perrien, Ph.D.
Current standards of practice require communication among professionals with seemingly conflicting interests:  treatment and assessment providers, supervision officers, law enforcement, judicial officials, correctional staff, victim advocates, victims, perpetrator support systems and perpetrators.  It used to be acceptable for cases to fall through the cracks due to the difficulties of the different goals of each of these groups and of meeting and managing what are at times competing goals.  It was also difficult to manage goals that changed at different points in the process (e.g., investigation, adjudication, incarceration).  However, in today’s world it is expected that successful sex offender management in any community will include the effective management of these challenges so that a management team includes representation from at least each of these areas and possibly many more (e.g., schools, physical medical care representatives).  This workshop will focus on an overview of the necessary members of any management team and the elements of required communication amongst those members.  This will be discussed within the context of standards of practice and the overriding goal of community safety through a victim-centered system.  The primary learning goal will be for an interactive workshop with audience members identifying communication challenges so that solutions can be problem-solved.  As time allows, areas of specific legislative need will also be addressed.

The lecture will involve a discussion of "safeguarding," including ways to build and maintain emotional resiliency. I'm addressing more of the behavioral and psychological aspects from the standpoint of the offender

This two hour presentation will explore what we know about sex offenders.  We will go into the mind of a sex offender and discuss the profile/typology of sex offenders, their motivation and cognitive processes that allow them to engage in the assaults, as well as the current research on the role of pornography.  We will also explore the research supported targets for intervention, the role of the Worldwide Web, grooming and deviant subcultures on the web.  We will also look at how these offenders are masters at grooming the professionals and what we can do to avoid grooming and hold them accountable.  We will look at the impact of porn on the offenders, the role of the web, current research, a working model for assessing risk for Internet offenders and a process for mapping accountability and progress on supervision and in offense specific treatment.

MARY PERRIEN, PH.D.
Mary Perrien, Ph.D. is currently in private practice as a consultant and forensic psychologist.  She has worked for the past twenty years in forensic and correctional psychology in state and federal jurisdictions, working with law enforcement, corrections and parole and probation services.  Dr. Perrien has served as an expert consultant to federal and state courts.  One area of expertise has been in sex offender assessment and treatment and she has provided both inpatient and outpatient services.  She has worked with sexually violent predators and has specialized in sexual psychopaths.  Dr. Perrien is the current chair of the Association of the Treatment of Sexual Abusers 2012 Annual Conference in Denver, Colorado.  
MICHAEL L. BOURKE, PH.D., United States Marshals Service
Dr. Michael Bourke is the Chief Psychologist for the United States Marshals Service and serves as the head of the USMS Behavioral Analysis Unit.  He has been a federal law enforcement officer since 2000 and was deputized by the USMS in 2008.  Prior to joining the Marshals Service he worked as a clinical psychologist for the federal prison system.  He is a regular consultant to federal, state, and local law enforcement agencies on matters pertaining to sexual criminality, interviewing/interrogation techniques, and psychological safeguarding of law enforcement personnel.  An active researcher, his interests include the assessment of sexual offenders, the art of interviewing and interrogation, the detection of deception, secondary stress among law enforcement personnel, and investigative profiling.  He is an adjunct faculty member at Nova Southeastern University, Walter Reed Army Medical Center, and the Defense Intelligence Agency’s National Center for Credibility Assessment (NCCA).  
GREG BROWN, Chief Probation Officer, Colorado
Greg has been working in the corrections field for over 25 years as an alcohol/drug evaluation specialist, a probation  officer supervising domestic violence offenders and as a specialized sex  offender supervision officer.  He co- founded an organization of  probation officers to develop best practices in sex offender supervision   in the early 1990's and has served on numerous committees for the Sex  Offender Management Board in Colorado.   Greg has supervised the sex  offender unit for the past 10 years.   He is now the Chief Probation Officer for the 20th Judicial District in Boulder Colorado. His department has over 3600 adults and 200 juveniles under supervision on any given day and a  staff of  65 professionals. Greg has his BA in Sociology from the  University of Colorado at Boulder and Master’s Degree in Criminal Justice  Administration from the University of Colorado, at Denver. He is also a  Certified Computer Forensic Examiner (CCFE), certified by The International  Society of Forensic Computer Examiners.  Greg is the lead probation instructor for the U.S. Department of  Justice’s Internet Crimes Against  Children Task Force and the SMART Office  Comprehensive Approach To Sex Offender Management (CASOM) project.  He trains probation, parole, judicial  officers and law enforcement around the country on evidence based practices  in assessment, investigation, sentencing and supervision of offenders,  as  well as provides policy development and program evaluations.  He also  trains probation/parole and law enforcement in field computer forensics and  computer monitoring. In addition, Greg  is a trainer and consultant with the National Law Enforcement and  Corrections Technology Center (NLECTC) and the American Probation and Parole  Association. 
TINA  PERKINS, Boise Police Department
Tina Perkins has worked for the City of Boise since 1996. She began her career with the Boise City Prosecutor’s Officer and in 2002 transferred to the Police Department to supervise the Victim Services Unit. She currently serves as the Criminal Investigation Division Resource Manager for her department, supervising the Victim Services Unit as well as managing the Boise Police Department Crime Lab. She is a credentialed advocate at the advanced level with a designation of Comprehensive Victim Intervention Specialist. She is a member of the Idaho Coalition Against Sexual and Domestic Violence, the Idaho Victim Witness Association, the National Organization for Victims Assistance, the International Chief’s Of Police, and the National Center for Victims of Crime. She graduated from the University of Colorado and the Northwestern University Center for Public Safety.  


SCOTT BIRCH, Chief Investigator, Idaho Attorney General
Scott is a 41 year veteran of law enforcement having served as an Idaho State Trooper, Fraud Investigator,  undercover narcotics investigator and investigator for the Idaho Attorney General.  Scott has extensive training, experience and independent study in interviewing and interrogating witnesses and suspects.  He has attended specialized courses in interviewing the sexual deviant and has trained and studied the process of analyzing written statements.  He frequently lectures on the topic of interviews and interrogations.
JIM KOURIL, Idaho Office of the Attorney General, Idaho Internet Crimes Against Children Task Force
Investigator Jim Kouril joined the Moscow Idaho Police Department in 1990, during his times in Moscow he and advanced to the rank of detective and became interested in computer related crime. In 2004 he joined the Idaho Office of Attorney General and is now responsible for the largest task force in the State of Idaho representing over 73 criminal justice agencies. His duties include managing federal grants, investigating Internet crimes against children, providing training related to Internet Crimes against Children, and fulfilling a variety of cooperative duties.  Jim has been recognized locally and nationally for the efforts of the ICAC task Force in investigating Internet Crimes Against Children and the collaboration between State, Local and Federal Law Enforcement.   He currently co-chairs a Department of Justice working group tasked with implementing strategies for law enforcement collaboration on child Internet crimes and he was chosen to represent the Western United States, ICAC task forces, on a committee to implement a national ICAC deconfliction program.  In 2011 he received The Allen Pinkerton Award from the Idaho Sex Offender Watch Task Force in recognition for his passionate commitment to investigate those who would cause harm to innocent children.  Jim earned a Bachelor’s Degree, from Washington State University and graduated from the University of Southern California’s Juvenile Delinquency Institute.  Kouril has also provided Internet Crimes Against Children Training to law enforcement officials from Mexico and is currently a POST instructor for the seizure of digital media. He is often sought as a guest speaker on child Internet related crimes and related prevention programs for at-risk children.
 BRIAN UNDERWOOD , United States Marshal, U.S. Marshal’s Service
Brian was born and raised in Pocatello, Idaho. He joined the Idaho Department of Corrections in 1992 as a Probation/Parole Officer, rising through the ranks to serve as District Manager. Most recently, he served as a Warden with the Idaho Department of Corrections, from 2002 to 2010. Early in his career, Mr. Underwood supervised the most difficult and dangerous adult felons on the “Intensive Supervision Team.”  Prior to his service with Idaho Corrections, Mr. Underwood worked as a Police Officer in Pocatello, Idaho, from 1988 to 1992. As a Police Officer he was awarded several commendations for his work. Mr. Underwood achieved Idaho’s Advanced Peace Officer Certification in 1999.   He earned an Associate’s degree in 1993, and a Bachelor of Science degree in 1998, both from Idaho State University. Other notable service includes 10 years as an elected member of the Pocatello City Council. He served as a board member for the Chamber of Commerce and Bannock Development Corporation and was Treasurer of the Bannock County Child Abuse Task Force. Brian was sworn in as a United States Marshal for the District of Idaho on May 20, 2010.
BRIAN MORRIS, MBA, SPHR
Brian R. Morris, MBA SPHR is currently in private practice as a polygraph examiner and instructor. He is state licensed in Utah and is a full member of the American Polygraph Association. Mr. Morris is a Certified Primary Instructor of Polygraph by the American Polygraph Association as well. Mr. Morris has been specializing in testing post-conviction sex offenders for the past 6 years. He is on the approved provider list in Idaho, Utah, Wyoming, and Washington. Mr. Morris is also a trained PPG technician and has been performing these exams since 2006.
