Check-in/Check-out

Check-in: Be sure to greet each child by name. If a
child is having a hard time coming into the room,
stoop down to their level, greet them and take hold of
their hand.

STUFF TO ASK TO UNIQUELY CONNECT THE LESSON TO KIDS' LIVES

Large Group Heads Up

Through David's defeat of Goliath, we'll discover that
"God knows me." David faced a huge obstacle, but
he knew who we was. He let God define who he was
rather than take on the world's description of him.

Be sure to spread out among the kids during large
group. That way you can help the presenter with any
kids who are having trouble focusing on large group.
The presenter will love you if you help calm the
rowdy kids so they can focus on all the cool stuff
going on the stage.

The kids are making a David "story bag." They will
put items in the bag that will help them tell the story
of David at home and remember that God knew
David and he knows them too. Give each child a bag.
Write names on the bag as you distribute.

Give each child a sticker that says, "Ask me about
David" Tell them that we are going to practice telling
the story of David and Goliath so they can tell their
family.

Give each child one of each of the following items. As
you give them the item ask if they know how it fits
with the story. They'll need some help! Let the kids
practice telling the story using each item.

Cotton Ball - David took care of sheep. Sheep are
soft like this cotton. Kids can even pretend that the
cotton ball is a sheep.

Grass - David helped the sheep find food like grass.
Use their "pretend sheep" to eat some grass.

Basket - David's brothers were fighting the mean
people. David took them lunch while they were
fighting. David didn't go there to fight Goliath. He was
just delivering lunch. The whole army was really
scared of the big giant Goliath.

Small Group

Sword - David said he would fight Goliath, so the
king gave him some armor and a sword. But it was
too big - David said he didn't need that stuff.

Stone - Instead of using fancy equipment, David got
five stones. One stone killed Goliath.

Play the ‘Name Game’

(OPTIONAL IF TIME PERMITS)

It is best to play the ‘Name Game’ in smaller groups
at your tables so that kids don't feel embarrassed to
speak in front of a larger group. You may want to
play it prior to going into Large Group as a way to
prepare the kids for the rest of the hour.

Here’s how to play:
Gather kids together in a group.

Explain the game to the kids and tell them there are
two reasons we play it:

1. We want them to know that God knows each of
us by name (we are special to God)

2. To help us learn each others’ names

A volunteer leads the game and begins by pointing
to a child. The child says his/her name.

Then the entire group says “Jesus loves I”
Then, the volunteer points to the next child.

Continue around the circle or table until every kid
has a chance to say his or her name and hear that
Jesus loves him! When the kids are finished, make
sure you include the volunteers.

Presenter: (Holding up the Bible for kids to see) Can anyone tell me what this book is?
(wait for responses). Yes--this is a Bible and the Bible is from God. It tells us what God is

like and how we can know God.

Can anyone remember the name of the boy we learned about last week that became
king, even though he was the youngest of 8 brothers? (Wait for it) That's right--it was
David. (show picture of David on screen) | want to tell you another story about David--and
this time he meets a giant. A giant is HUGE. Really Really Big. Point to the giant cutout to

illustrate how big a giant is.

Well, even though David was chosen to be the next king, he wasn't the king yet. He was
going to have to wait for a while before he became king. So guess what David was doing
while he was waiting to be king......(hold up stuffed sheep)......he was still watching sheep.
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SCRIPT CONT'D

And because he was still watching sheep (make a BAAAA sound) and he was helping
the sheep find grass to eat, he still had lots of time to spend with God. So David's taking
care of the sheep while most of his brothers are off in the army, getting ready to fight a
battle. The Israelites, David's people, were in a battle with the Philistines. And the
Philistines were enemies of God. (Put sheep down)

From time to time, David would take food to his brothers who were fighting in the army.
He may have carried the food in a basket like this. (carry the basket). One day, David
goes to visit his brothers and he sees this Philistine soldier shouting across the valley at
the Israelite soldiers. This soldier's name was Goliath. Can you say Goliath? (wait for
kids to repeat)

Goliath wasn't just any soldier. Goliath was a GIANT. (walk to the giant cutout) Yeah--a
super-scary, super-tall, super-strong and super-mean giant. No one had ever been able
to fight Goliath. How would you have felt it you met a super tall mean giant like this?

So Goliath is shouting at the Israelite soldiers and he's making fun of them and making
fun of God. Goliath says, "Send out one of your soldiers to fight me and if he wins, we'll
become your slaves, but if | win, you will become our slaves." (act really mean when you
say this - get the kids attention)

The Israelite soldiers just stood there. They couldn't say a word because they were so
scared. (mimic someone shaking in their boots) David couldn't believe that no one was
going to fight Goliath.

So David said, "I'll fight Goliath. Don't be afraid--God is on our side! God will help
me!" (Stand holding the lunch basket by Goliath to illustrate how crazy this was. A little
guy with a lunch basket fighting a super huge giant)

The king wasn't so sure. After all, David was just a boy and Goliath was a
super-big-scary giant.

The king gave David some armor to wear. (show picture of David wearing armor) But the
armor was too big. It didn't fit. David said, "l don't need this armor. God is with me--He
will help me." (mimic throwing off the armor)

So David went down to a stream and picked out 5 smooth stones.

(Stoop down and pull 5 stones out of the "stream". Invite the kids to count each stone
with you as you pull them out and put them in the fanny-pack. 1....2....3....4...5....)
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SCRIPT CONT'D

David had 5 stones and a slingshot. (hold up slingshot for kids to see) David began to
walk towards Goliath and the giant began to laugh. He couldn't believe a little boy was
coming to fight him. He thought it was a joke. But David knew that God was with him.
David said, "This is God's battle and God is going to defeat you."

(Dramatically) David kept walking towards Goliath and he put one of the stones in his
slingshot. (pretend to take out one of the stones and put it in the sling) He waved his
slingshot around (pretend to swing the sling above your head) and the rock flew out
towards Goliath. And BAM! The rock hit Goliath right between the eyes--THUD--and
knocked him out. David had defeated the giant with just one rock. God had helped him.

Why was David so sure that God would help him fight the giant? (pause just for a
second) No one else was willing to fight Goliath.

David didn't care what anyone else thought. It didn't matter if people thought he was too
small, or if the giant was too big. David knew that God knew him and that God would
beat the giant.

Do you know that God knows you too? He made you. He knows all about you.

Can you say this with me: "God knows me". Let's say it together: "God knows
me" (repeat this phrase 4-5 more times--mixing up how you say it.)

Yes--God knows me. Let's talk to God together:
Lead children in the following prayer, breaking it into smaller phrases:

Pray: Hi God! | belong to you. Help me to never forget that you know all about me.
Thanks for loving me. Amen!

Sing:  Be Strong and Courageous
Deep and Wide

Presenter: Before we go back to our small groups, let's say "God knows me" 2 more
times. Have kids repeat after you: "God knows me"
