STUFF TO ASK TO UNIQUELY CONNECT THE LESSON TO KIDS’ LIVES

Check-in/Check-out

Check-in: If a child is having a hard time coming into
the room, get down to their eye level and invite them
in. Reach out and take their hand, gently leading
them into the room. Help them find an activity that will
make them feel comfortable.

Check-out: Tell parents that we discovered that God
is always with me by looking at the story of David and
some of the songs he wrote. Make sure they get a
parent page.

Small Group

Divide the class into small groups with a leader for
each table.

Say: "God is always with me". Let's say that
together. (repeat this with kids several times, using
the motions you learned in large group)

Questions:

1) David was a shepherd before he became King.
What do you think David did while he was watching
sheep all of those years? (spent lots of time talking
and listening to God, cared for the sheep, protected
the sheep from wild animals, etc.)

2) The song that David wrote reminded us that God
is always with us.

How is God with us in scary places?

How is God with us when we're at home?

How is God with us when we're playing with friends?
How is God with us when no one else is around?

3) How does it make you feel knowing that God is
always with you?

Large Group Heads Up

God is always with me. We'll be experiencing a song
that David wrote that reminds us that God is always
with me.

Kids will think about all of the places they might go
and think of ways that "God is always with me."

Pull the following items out of the bag and then ask
these questions:

Who can tell me what this is?

Who can tell me where this might be used? (or where
you might see this)

Who can tell me if God is there with us when ?

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DAILY BREAKOUT CONT'D

Small Group

Play the ‘Name Game’

(OPTIONAL IF TIME PERMITS)

It is best to play the ‘Name Game’ in smaller groups
at your tables so that kids don't feel embarrassed to
speak in front of a larger group. You may want to
play it prior to going into Large Group as a way to
prepare the kids for the rest of the hour.

Here’s how to play:

Gather kids together in a group.

Explain the game to the kids and tell them there are
two reasons we play it:

1. We want them to know that God knows each of
us by name (we are special to God)

2. To help us learn each others’ names

A volunteer leads the game and begins by pointing
to a child. The child says his/her name.

Then the entire group says “Jesus loves 1”
Then, the volunteer points to the next child.

I Continue around the circle or table until every kid
has a chance to say his or her name and hear that
Jesus loves him! When the kids are finished, make
| sure you include the volunteers.

David was a shepherd, but God looked at him and he saw a king. (put on crown) Sure
enough, when David grew up, that’s just what he became. And David was a great king.
He had a heart like God’s heart—full of love.

Now, that didn’t mean he was perfect, because he did some terrible things. No, David
made a big mess of his life. But God can take even the biggest mess and make it work
in his plan.

‘I need a new heart, Lord,” David prayed, “because mine is full of sin. Make me clean
inside.” God heard David’s prayer. He forgave David and he made David a promise: |
will make you great, David. And one day, a King will be born into your family, and he
will heal the whole world.” (take off the crown and set it aside)

But did you know that David was a songwriter, too? In fact many of his songs are right
here in the Bible. (hold up Bible)

Let's talk to God and thank him for always being with us. (break the following prayer into
smaller phrases and have kids repeat after you)

Pray: Hi God! You will always be with me. No matter what. Help me to always depend
on you. Amen!

Presenter: We're going to sing a song that reminds us that God is always with us and
we can trust him.

Sing:  Trustin the Lord

Presenter: You know, God made you and me and God is always with me. Let's sing a
song that reminds us that God made us and is always with us.

Sing:  Thank you Lord

Presenter: Before we go back to small groups, let's practice this a few more times. Lead
kids to repeat "God is always with me" 3-4 times. Change it up if you want by having
them stand on one foot or turn to the left or right. Be creative.)

Dismiss kids to small groups.

Note on hand motions: We REALLY want you to do the hand motions with the kids. This
