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	CHECK IN OUT: Check-in: Make sure you keep an accurate count of the kids in your room and that the number of kids in your room matches the number of kids checked in on the computer. 

Check-out: Tell parents that we discovered ways to pray for our friends. Explain that each child received a prayer coloring book. Draw their attention to the note inside the cover of the book for more information on how to use the book at home 
	LARGE GROUP HEADS UP: What do 5 stones, a sword, some arrows and a plate have in common? They will help tell the story of the friendship between Jonathan and David. 

We can "be a friend", just like Jonathan and David.
	SMALL GROUP QUESTIONS 1: Divide the class into small groups with a leader for each table. 

Say: Jonathan and David were friends that cared for each other. Like David and Jonathan, you and I can be a friend. 

Questions:

1) How was Jonathan a friend to David? (gave him special gifts, looked out for him, helped him escape)

2) How was David a friend to Jonathan? (Took care of Jonathan's son Mephibosheth, aka "Phib", was kind to Jonathan, etc.) 

3) What are some ways you can be a friend? (share with others, treat them kindly, thank God for them, share special gifts with them, etc.)

4) A great way to be a friend is to pray for our friends. What are some ways we can pray for our friends? (Thank God for our friends, pray when they are sad or afraid or when they've hurt our feelings, etc.)

5) Lead your group in a prayer and offer kids a chance to pray if they would like, but don't force a child to pray
	SMALL GROUP QUESTIONS 2: 
	SMALL GROUP ACTIVITIES 2: Play the ‘Name Game’ 
(OPTIONAL IF TIME PERMITS)
It is best to play the ‘Name Game’ in smaller groups at your tables so that kids don't feel embarrassed to speak in front of a larger group. You may want to play it prior to going into Large Group as a way to prepare the kids for the rest of the hour. 

Here’s how to play: 

Gather kids together in a group.

Explain the game to the kids and tell them there are two reasons we play it:
1. We want them to know that God knows each of us by name (we are special to God)
2. To help us learn each others’ names

A volunteer leads the game and begins by pointing to a child. The child says his/her name.
Then the entire group says “Jesus loves ______!”
Then, the volunteer points to the next child. 

Continue around the circle or table until every kid has a chance to say his or her name and hear that Jesus loves him!  When the kids are finished, make sure you include the volunteers.

	SMALL GROUP ACTIVITIES 1: To remind us to pray for our friends, we're going to begin making a prayer coloring book to help us pray for our friends. 

Distribute the "coloring books" to the kids. Then pass out crayons and markers to each table. Explain that we're going to start a prayer coloring book. Say something like: "One of the best ways to be a friend is to pray for our friends. Praying is just talking to God about our friends. Let's think of some ways we can pray for our friends: 
* Thank God for my friend and for the fun times we have together 
* My friend is sad
* My friend is feeling angry
* My friend is feeling afraid 
* My friend is nervous about going to school 

Encourage them to think of a friend they would like to pray for. Then direct them to think how they would like to pray for their friend. Then lead them to draw a picture of their friend. 
Examples: 1) if their friend is sad, they could draw a picture of their friend while sad and then draw another of their friend while happy 2) If their friend is afraid--maybe at bedtime--they could draw their friend at bedtime and then say a prayer for them 

TIP: As kids check in, write their name on the front of a coloring book. This will save lots of time and makes it easier. 
	SPECIAL NOTES: Make sure you place the boxes in easy to get to locations around the stage area. Check to make sure each item is in the box and take time to get familiar with the boxes and their contents before the presentation. 
	PRESENTER TIPS: Remember -- you set the tone for the whole room.  The kids will only have fun if you do!   

Make sure you smile--and smile a lot! Seriously, have fun and the kids will have fun. Be friendly and engage them with lots of smiles. Did we forget to mention to smile??



	SCRIPT 3: Open Box # 1 and pull out 5 stones. Invite the kids to count the stones with you as you take them out of the box

You may have heard that David once fought a really BIG & TALL & SCARY giant named Goliath. God helped David defeat the giant Goliath with just 5 stones and a sling shot.  Because David defeated the giant, he was becoming pretty famous all across the land. The king at the time was named Saul and King Saul was not happy with all of the attention David was getting. The people seemed to like David better than Saul and King Saul was getting very jealous of David. 

Open Box # 2, but don't pull out the contents just yet. Wait until instructed to do so in the following paragraph:

(Pretend to reach in the box) Do you want to see what's in this box? (wait) Ok--I'll show you in a second, but first let me tell you some more of the story. After defeating the giant, Goliath, King Saul invited David to come and live in the palace. King Saul wanted to keep an eye on David since he was so jealous of David. While David was in the palace, he became great friends with King Saul's son, Jonathan. David and Jonathan loved each other as friends and promised to always be friends. Jonathan also gave David these gifts: (take out each item--sword, robe, belt--and quickly tell the kids what each item is). Now that may seem like a bunch of strange or silly gifts, but they were Jonathan's favorite things. Think about your favorite toy right now. (pause for a second) Are you thinking about your favorite toy? (pause again) It would be like giving your favorite toy to a friend. That's how much Jonathan loved David. 

Open Box # 3 and pull out the arrows

King Saul kept getting more and more jealous of David and he tried to hurt David several times. David knew he couldn't stay at the palace anymore. Because Jonathan was David's friend, he helped him escape. David hid in a field and Jonathan shot arrows like these (hold up arrows for kids to see) to warn David that it wasn't safe to come back to the palace. Friends watch out for each other the way Jonathan watched out for David. 

So David left and hid from King Saul. King Saul chased David all over the place, trying to capture him, but God was watching out for David. This went on for many years, until finally David got some very sad news........King Saul and Jonathan had died while in battle. Soon afterwards, David finally became the king of Israel. 

Many years before, David had promised his friend, Jonathan, that he would always look out for Jonathan's family. When David became king, he went looking for members of Jonathan's family so he could show kindness to them. David found Mephibosheth (Meh-fib-oh-sheth), one of Jonathan's sons. Mephibosheth, let's call him "Phib", could not walk and had to be carried from place to place. (Open Box # 4 and pull out the plate). David brought Phib to the palace to live. Phib was always welcome to eat at the king's table with David--he got to eat the king's food, which was the best food. David took really good care of Phib--because he was Jonathan's friend. 


	SCRIPT 1: Presenter: Hello my friends! My name is ___________________ and I want to welcome you to _________________. We're going to have a lot of fun together today! See if you can help me remember what our friend HOPS has to say about the choices we make while at _______________ (Kids' Club). HOPS says:

Have fun
Obey your leaders
Put your listening ears on
Share with others

Presenter: (holding up the Bible for kids to see) Who can tell me the name of the man in the Bible that we've been talking about lately? I'll give you 2 hints: 1) When this boy grew up, he became king of the people of Israel 2) When he was a boy, he took care of his family's sheep

Can someone tell me his name? (hopefully at least 1 kid will say David). Yes! David is his name. I'm going to tell you another story about David that is right here in the Bible. (hold up Bible for kids to see) This story is about a time before David was the king and this story is about 2 friends--David and his friend Jonathan. Can you say Jonathan? (pause for kids to repeat "Jonathan")

I told you this story is about 2 friends. And since friends care for each other and friends share, I have some gifts here to help me tell you this story. Let's see what's in the first box...
	SCRIPT 5: David and Jonathan remind us to "be a friend". Can you say that with me? Repeat "be a  friend" 3-4 times. 

There are lots of ways to be a friend, but one of the most important ways to be a friend is to pray for our friends. Praying just means that we talk to God about our friends. When our friends are sad, we can pray for them. We can also thank God for our friends whenever we're having fun with them. Let's talk to God right now and ask him to help us be a friend. (break the following prayer into smaller phrases and have kids repeat after you)

Pray: Hi God! Thanks for being my friend. Help me to pray for my friends. Amen! 

Presenter: Let's have some fun by singing some songs together. Who can jump really high? Let's see how high we can jump together.

Sing:     Jump Into the Light
             Great Day

Presenter: Before we go back to small groups, let's practice this a few more times. Lead kids to repeat "Be a friend" 3-4 times. Change it up if you want by having them stand on one foot or turn to the left or right. Be creative.)

Dismiss kids to small groups.

	LEADER PREP: David and Jonathan had an amazing bond as friends. Stop and think for a moment. Jonathan was the son of the current king, so that would make him next in line for the throne. But Jonathan recognized that the Lord had chosen David to be the next king and he made a pact with David to protect him and love him as a brother. That is a true friend--to lay down what many say belongs to you in order to love a friend.

Imagine the sticky situation that caused with Jonathan's dad, King Saul. Although Saul repeatedly tried to kill David (and even Jonathan on one occasion), Jonathan fought to protect his friend and to bring freedom to him.

Your friends need you to fight for them, too. They need you to love them unconditionally, speak truth in love, pray for their healing and walk with them on their journey. 

And you need friends that do this for you, too. Ask God to help you be the kind of friend you need to be and to lead you to friends that need you to fight for them.
