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	CHECK IN OUT: It might be a good idea to remind students and parents that you'll be doing the prayer experience for your time today if it's in a different place than where you usually meet.
	LARGE GROUP HEADS UP: The prayer experience is individually based. There should be time at the end though for your small group to debrief.

Before beginning, it might be helpful to do a couple exercises that clear students minds and get them in the mode of receiving. Just a few minutes of silence and comfortable posture can achieve this.
