Large Group Heads Up

POETRY/SONGS FOR GOD

RECEIVING TIME

RECEIVING ACTIVITY

- God, we want to be so filled with the Holy Spirit
that it shows to everyone we meet.

WORSHIP THROUGH MUSIC

* Have ALL of the kids gather back together in the
large group space.

* Read: Psalm 33:3 says, "Sing to him a new song;
play skillfully, and shout for joy." Today we are
going to sing a new song to God, together. This is
another way to worship him. We want you to be
LOUD and sing with everything you've got!

* Play the music Mae song, where the kids fill in the
blanks exclaiming how great God is.

Script

Welcome! I'm so glad you are here today, because we are talking about being filled up
with something amazing.

Now, can one of you tell me the last time you were really full? Like, so full you thought
you might explode? (take answers from kids) Yeah, last week | was eating at LaRosas
for dinner and | felt like | would explode if | ate one more bite. What is your favorite thing
to be full of? (take answers from kids) Those are all great things to be full of!

Now, | know another thing that can fill you up. It's not a food, and it won't make you feel
like you are going to be sick. The Bible tells the story of King David's life. When David
was a boy, God revealed that he would be king, and later gave him the courage to defeat
a giant. David was one cool guy. He made mistakes along the way, but God always
loved him.

During parts of his life, David was filled with something great. It filled him up as he
defeated Goliath and when he wrote the Psalms (those are a bunch of songs and poems
to God). Can anyone guess what it was? (take answers from kids)

It was the Holy Spirit. God sends the Holy Spirit to counsel his people. That word
"counsel" means to give direction. Jesus only lived on earth for 33 years, so the Holy
Spirit's job is to be here with us now. When we are full of the Holy Spirit there are all
kinds of wonderful effects. Someone who is full of the Holy Spirit can feel peace,

patience, kindness, goodness, gentleness, and self control. Wow, those are some great
things to be filled with!
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SCRIPT CONT'D

To show you what this looks like | need two volunteers. (choose two kids from the
audience) Great. One kid holds the glass. The other kid holds a pitcher full of water.
Now, when | say go, | want you to start pouring the water from this pitcher into this glass.
Pour slowly, and keep pouring until | say stop. Okay, go. (Let the kid pour the water into
the glass until the glass begins to over flow. They will most likely look at you and see if
you want them to stop. Encourage them to keep on pouring until .) Now you can stop.
Ahhh, yes. ltis like that, for sure.

You can have a seat. You see, when the Holy Spirit fills you up it overflows and touches
other people in your life. All of the sudden they start feeling peace, patience, kindness
and all of those other wonderful things when they are around you.

There is another HUGE benefit to being filled up with the Holy Spirit. For the past few
weeks we have talked about some things in our lives that aren't so great. Things like
feeling angry towards other people, being scared, and feeling left out. Those aren't
things that God wants us to be filled with at all. The good news is that you can tell those
things to leave, and ask the Holy Spirit to take their place.

One thing that David did while he was filled with the Holy Spirit is he wrote a big part of
the book in the Bible called Psalms. Psalms is a collection of poems and songs that
David wrote to God. When David started to feel something like being angry or scared he
would remind himself of how great God is. In fact, he would spend long periods of time
telling God how great he is. Do you know that that is called? (take answers from kids)
When we tell God all the thing that make him great, it is called worship.

Music Mae has a little video that is a great example of worshiping God. Let's check it
out right now.

	SPECIAL NOTES: Make sure you are all set up before large group begins.  Nothing is more distracting than a presenter digging for props in the middle of a lesson.
	PRESENTER TIPS: Add a specific example of a time that you felt filled with the Holy Spirit.  Maybe you were in a scarey situation and had peace.  Maybe you were wronged and forgave the person.  Kids like to hear about your life outside of the weekend, and how you follow Jesus.
	SCRIPT 3: To show you what this looks like I need two volunteers.  (choose two kids from the audience)  Great.  One kid holds the glass.  The other kid holds a pitcher full of water.  Now, when I say go, I want you to start pouring the water from this pitcher into this glass.  Pour slowly, and keep pouring until I say stop.  Okay, go.  (Let the kid pour the water into the glass until the glass begins to over flow.  They will most likely look at you and see if you want them to stop.  Encourage them to keep on pouring until .)  Now you can stop.  Ahhh, yes.  It is like that, for sure.  

You can have a seat.  You see, when the Holy Spirit fills you up it overflows and touches other people in your life.  All of the sudden they start feeling peace, patience, kindness and all of those other wonderful things when they are around you.

There is another HUGE benefit to being filled up with the Holy Spirit.  For the past few weeks we have talked about some things in our lives that aren't so great.  Things like feeling angry towards other people, being scared, and feeling left out.  Those aren't things that God wants us to be filled with at all.  The good news is that you can tell those things to leave, and ask the Holy Spirit to take their place.

One thing that David did while he was filled with the Holy Spirit is he wrote a big part of the book in the Bible called Psalms.  Psalms is a collection of poems and songs that David wrote to God.  When David started to feel something like being angry or scared he would remind himself of how great God is.  In fact, he would spend long periods of time telling God how great he is.  Do you know that that is called?  (take answers from kids)  When we tell God all the thing that make him great, it is called worship.
