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	CHECK IN OUT: During check-in ask if any of the kids really like to dance.  Or, ask if they have seen any of the shows on television that are dance competitions.
	LARGE GROUP HEADS UP: Today kids will experience what it was like when David didn't care about what anyone thought of him -- he wanted to dance before God.
	SMALL GROUP QUESTIONS 1: CONNECT
• What was the best part of your week?
• What was the worst part of your week?
• When do you feel like you don't care what other people think of you?

RETEACH
• Why was David dancing like a crazy man?  (he was so excited, and wanted to show God how thankful he was)
• What happened when a lady made fun of him?  (God made it so that she could not have children.)

RELATE
• When do you feel like you can't be yourself because others are watching?

• Can you think of a time that you were like that woman who made fun of David? Is there a time that you made fun of someone who was really enjoying something they loved?

• When do you feel like you CAN be yourself, no matter what?

• What do you think God wants for you?  Do you think he wants you to be free to worship?

• What are some things that keep you from feeling like you can be yourself?

• When you feel like you can't be yourself -- what can you do?
	SMALL GROUP QUESTIONS 2: 
	SMALL GROUP ACTIVITIES 2: 
	SMALL GROUP ACTIVITIES 1: MAD LIB DANCE MOVES
• Each small group will have two sets of cards to draw from (orange and white).  The orange cards have the first part of a dance move (ex: spin around) and the white cards have the second part (like your feet are on fire).

• Draw one orange card, and then one white card and have the kids all practice the move.

• Repeat this six times, keeping your combinations laid out on the table.

• After the sixth combination is drawn, have the kids do all six in order to see the crazy dance that they created.

• If the kids are really into it you can write a second dance together.

• Ask the kids if they would feel free to do this dance in front of friends.  What about their parents or teachers?  Remind them that God doesn't mind if we look silly while we dance, he loves it when we dance to worship him.

• Pray for your group.  Ask God to give them the freedom to dance for a lifetime.


	SPECIAL NOTES: Remember that today is a a celebration -- your attitude during the presentation should reflect that.  
	PRESENTER TIPS: Wear a microphone.  This helps the kids understand what you are saying and focus on you.
	SCRIPT 3: of everyone in his community in his underwear!  Can you imagine your school principal or the president doing that?  Guess what?  David didn't care what anyone thought of him.  Not one bit.  He just kept on dancing and worshiping in crazy new ways.

In fact, David's wife, Michal thought that David looked like a complete fool.  She got really mad and told David that he was an embarrassment.  

David said this:

[show on screen]

2 Samuel 6: 21-22  David said to Michal, "It was before the LORD, who chose me rather than your father or anyone from his house when he appointed me ruler over the LORD's people Israel—I will celebrate before the LORD. I will become even more undignified than this, and I will be humiliated in my own eyes. But by these slave girls you spoke of, I will be held in honor."

In other words, David was saying that he really didn't care what she thought about him.  He only cared what the Lord thought.  David was free from worrying about what other people thought and that was a beautiful thing.  In fact, he said, there is more where that came from -- I can be even more undignified than that!  Undignified means to act silly, or unlike a king.  

Let's practice being like David and not caring what other people think of us.  The Lord thinks that it is beautiful to worship him by dancing and singing.

SING: Undignified

Great job everyone!  Well, our friend Music Mae has another song that helps talk about worship, too.  You guys can all sit down and take a look!

[Play Music Mae Video week 6]

I hope that all of you understand that the Lord loves you just the way you are.  He doesn't want you to pretend to be cool or to clean yourself up.  He loves you.  Right here, right now.  He loves you the same way that he loved King David.  And, that means that you are free to be yourself, no matter where you are or who you are around.

Remember that you are FREE to dance like David if you want, or sit quietly if you want and the Lord loves you just the way you are, no matter how you choose to live your life in freedom.
	SCRIPT 1: Hey!  It's good to have you here.  Today is going to be full of fun!  We are celebrating.  Now, what do you like to do to celebrate?  (take answers from kids)  Ahhh, all of those are great ways to celebrate.  Have you ever seen a football player score a touch down and then do a little celebration dance in the end zone?  I think that dancing is a GREAT way to celebrate.  

You know, there was a guy in the Bible who could teach some of those football players a thing or two about dancing.  Can anyone guess who that was?  (take answers from kids)  It was David.  The same guy that killed the giant named Goliath and had a best friend named Jonathan also knew how to worship God by dancing.

At the time when David was king, there was a very special box called the ark of the Lord that God's people kept.  Some things that were very special to God's people were inside the box like the tablets of stone with the ten commandments written on them and other special items.  God's people knew this box was very important.

When David was king, the box came to his town.  When the box came to town David was so happy that he danced.  Does anyone want to show me a dance move that you would do if you felt really, really happy?  (let some kids demonstrate)  Awesome!  Maybe David did some of those moves, too.  

David danced like a crazy person, but there was one more thing that made him look even crazier.  He was dancing in his underwear!  That's right, the king was dancing in front

David's story models freedom because he didn't care what anyone else thought of him, he just wanted to let God know how happy he was.  Each kid got a T-shirt that should serve as a reminder that no matter who they are in front of, they are always free to be themselves.  Parents have a huge influence on kids as they grow into adults.  Try putting your kid to bed at night with a blessing.  Just look them in the eyes and say, "may you have a live marked by freedom, may you understand how much you are loved, may you forgive others easily, and may you be fearless."  That simple blessing will set them free from all the junk of the world each night.
