Scripture: Genesis 1-19

Live It Out: Late summer is great times for outdoor exploring. Use these times outdoors to
call attention to all that God has made. Pray and thank God for His creation.

In the beginning, God created the world. The world was dark and empty.

God said, “Let there be light!” Suddenly the light began to shine. There was light and
darkness. God called the light day and the darkness night. This was the first day.

On the second day, God separated the water. He created a the sky above the earth.

On day three, God made dry land. He gathered water into oceans, rivers, and lakes. God
made plants and trees to grow on the earth. He created the plants and trees so that each kind
of plant would have its own kind of seed. Some of the plants grew vegetables.

On day four, God said, “Let there be lights in the sky to separate day from night.” He made
the sun to shine during the day. He made the moon and stars to give light at night.
