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Point 1: �Jesus, the Word, possesses unique 
authority (Mark 1:21-22; Deut. 18:18-20).

21 And they went into Capernaum, and immediately on the 
Sabbath he entered the synagogue and was teaching. 22 And 
they were astonished at his teaching, for he taught them as one 
who had authority, and not as the scribes.

18 “ ‘I will raise up for them a prophet like you from among their 
brothers. And I will put my words in his mouth, and he shall 
speak to them all that I command him. 19 And whoever will not 
listen to my words that he shall speak in my name, I myself 
will require it of him. 20 But the prophet who presumes to speak 
a word in my name that I have not commanded him to speak, 
or who speaks in the name of other gods, that same prophet 
shall die.’ ”

Point 2: �Jesus, the Word, provides eternal 
life (John 6:66-69).

66 After this many of his disciples turned back and no longer 
walked with him. 67 So Jesus said to the twelve, “Do you want 
to go away as well?” 68 Simon Peter answered him, “Lord, to 
whom shall we go? You have the words of eternal life, 69 and we 
have believed, and have come to know, that you are the Holy 
One of God.”

Point 3: �Jesus, the Word, reveals the 
Father (John 14:6-7).

6 Jesus said to him, “I am the way, and the truth, and the life. 
No one comes to the Father except through me. 7 If you had 
known me, you would have known my Father also. From now 
on you do know him and have seen him.”
