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Point 1: �Jesus is the eternal King, ruling the 
cosmos (Heb. 1:5-9).

5 For to which of the angels did God ever say, “You are my Son, 
today I have begotten you”? Or again, “I will be to him a father, 
and he shall be to me a son”? 6 And again, when he brings the 
firstborn into the world, he says, “Let all God’s angels worship 
him.” 7 Of the angels he says, “He makes his angels winds, and 
his ministers a flame of fire.” 8 But of the Son he says, “Your 
throne, O God, is forever and ever, the scepter of uprightness 
is the scepter of your kingdom. 9 You have loved righteousness 
and hated wickedness; therefore God, your God, has anointed 
you with the oil of gladness beyond your companions.”

Point 2: �Jesus is the resurrected King, directing 
the church (Col. 1:18-20).

18 And he is the head of the body, the church. He is the 
beginning, the firstborn from the dead, that in everything he 
might be preeminent. 19 For in him all the fullness of God was 
pleased to dwell, 20 and through him to reconcile to himself all 
things, whether on earth or in heaven, making peace by the 
blood of his cross.

Point 3: �Jesus is the returning King, rewarding the 
faithful (Rev. 22:12-13).

12 “Behold, I am coming soon, bringing my recompense with 
me, to repay each one for what he has done. 13 I am the 
Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last, the beginning 
and the end.”
