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Point 1: �Jesus is the eternal King, ruling the 
cosmos (Heb. 1:5-9).

5 For unto which of the angels said he at any time, Thou art 
my Son, this day have I begotten thee? And again, I will be to 
him a Father, and he shall be to me a Son? 6 And again, when 
he bringeth in the firstbegotten into the world, he saith, And 
let all the angels of God worship him. 7 And of the angels he 
saith, Who maketh his angels spirits, and his ministers a flame 
of fire. 8 But unto the Son he saith, Thy throne, O God, is for 
ever and ever: a sceptre of righteousness is the sceptre of thy 
kingdom. 9 Thou hast loved righteousness, and hated iniquity; 
therefore God, even thy God, hath anointed thee with the oil of 
gladness above thy fellows.

Point 2: �Jesus is the resurrected King, directing 
the church (Col. 1:18-20).

18 And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the 
beginning, the firstborn from the dead; that in all things he 
might have the preeminence. 19 For it pleased the Father that 
in him should all fulness dwell; 20 And, having made peace 
through the blood of his cross, by him to reconcile all things 
unto himself; by him, I say, whether they be things in earth, or 
things in heaven.

Point 3: �Jesus is the returning King, rewarding the 
faithful (Rev. 22:12-13).

12 And, behold, I come quickly; and my reward is with me, to 
give every man according as his work shall be. 13 I am Alpha 
and Omega, the beginning and the end, the first and the last.
