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NEW JERSEY TIMBER INLAND NAVIGATION (NJ)
Proposed in 1808 by Christopher Colles, but never constructed, the New Jersey Timber Inland Navigation would have been constructed south of the location of the Delaware and Raritan Canal and also from east to west.  It would have begun above Middletown, New Jersey (south of the mouth of the Raritan River) and would have proceeded due west to the Delaware River, just below Burlington, New Jersey.  Unlike all other American canals, this structure would have been an elevated structure with vertical wooden walls, “…so that goods may be loaded and unloaded the whole way…”  Colles includes two drawings (one of which is shown in the Introduction, see Figure 1-013) in his 1808 proposal, Proposal of a Design for the Promotion of the Interests of the United States … by means of Inland Navigable Communications of a New Construction…:
