Here is some additional information that we discussed:

Joan Pennington.  I use her to do my maps.  I have enclosed (Enclosure 1) an example from my South Carolina book.  The base map was drawn by Robert Mills in 1825.  Generally she charges me $100/map (although she charges the Civil War magazines, whom she does most of her business, more).  Her husband is Steve Pennington, a civil engineer who is doing a book on Benjamin Wright, the father of American civil engineering and the designer of the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal. Great Falls Maps.  I could not find maps from the Great Falls Manufacturing District (Which we discussed).  I believe the Library of Congress Geography and Maps Division may have them.  I did enclose (Enclosure 2) a list of the 1825 maps done by the U. S. Topological Corps for the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal.  These would be on the third floor at the National Archives at College Park.  I used excerpts of these maps for The Potomac Canal.
Library of Virginia  They have approximately 450 maps done for the Board of Public Works on the Internet.  I used some of these for The Potomac Aqueduct. There was also a Maryland Office of Public Works but it was never as active as their Virginia counterpart.  You can check the Maryland Archives on Internet.
