o  Memorandum, From: Historical Architect, C & O National Historical Park, To: Superintendent, C&O Canal National Historical Park, Subject: "Action Plan for the Monocacy Aqueduct," dated August 15, 1995.  A copy of this memo is in the Steve Kline/Steve Ziegenfuss file.

The memo lays out the overall Monocacy Aqueduct:

Phase I - critical repair, stabilization, maintenance, hydrology issues & monitoring of the structure.

Phase II - Future analysis for future work including removing the banding, further repair and reinforcing of the structure, etc.

o  Draft Memorandum, From: Brent H. Carter, USBR Diving Officer & Regional Geologist, To: Regional Manager of Resource & Technical Services, Subject: "Underwater Examination, Conococheague Aqueduct, Chesapeake & Ohio Canal National Historic Park, Maryland," dated February 24, 1995. 4 pages.

This is a letter report of a study to evaluate the below water structural adequacy of the Conococheague and Monocacy Aqueducts and to provide NPS with preliminary design documents for stabilization and restoration.  No final version of this report has been found.  It was transmitted to Bob Hartman by Brent Carter on the same date, subject: "Conococheague and Monocacy Aqueducts Draft Items."  Copies of this report are in the Steve Kline/Steve Ziegenfuss file.  The report is accompanied by:

o Four sketches of the Conococheague Aqueduct, numbered 1 through 4 and dated 10/14/94.  These sketches locate test borings, identify joint numbering terminology, identify location of missing stone and similar functions.

o Xeroxes of 18 photographs of the Conococheague Aqueduct, many of which were taken underwater.

o Four drawings of the Monocacy Aqueduct labeled, "Figure X," and dated 9-29-94.

o "Budget Report as of 2/24/95 Aqueduct Pier Rehabilitation." This single page does not identify if these costs pertain to the Monocacy, the Conococheague or to both aqueducts.  Presumably it refers to both.

o Schedule of work to be undertaken on the Conococheague and Monocacy Aqueducts using bar graphs ("Timeline.").

o  Special Provisions, Project 2, Chesapeake and Ohio Canal, National Historical Park, January 31, 1975. 15 pages.

These are the specifications used by the Federal Highway Administration for pressure grouting, repointing, installing a PVC waterproof membrane and installing structural steel bracing/reinforcing members.

o  Federal Highway Administration, Region 15, "C & O Canal National Historical Park, Plans for Proposed Stabilization of Monocacy River Aqueduct, Project 2, Frederick County, Maryland." 8 sheets, dated Jan. 1975 and Mar. 1975 and numbered G-6597; G-6598; G-6599; G-6600; G-6601; G-6602; G-6603 (the second drawing, ""Tabulation of Quantities and General Notes," is not numbered).  All bear the number 412/25023.  Half size drawings exist in Steve Kline/Steve Ziegenfuss' file.  Full size blue, somewhat water damaged, exist in the flat files in the archive "Bally" building at Park Headquarters in Sharpsburg.

These are the drawings that accompanied the above specifications for pressure grouting, repointing, installing a PVC waterproof membrane and installing structural steel bracing/reinforcing members.

Other Drawings
o Historic American Buildings Survey (MD-19) drawings, two sheets, undated but executed in the 1930s.  Half size drawings exists in Steve Kline/Steve Ziegenfuss' file.

The first sheet shows the aqueduct in plan and elevation view at 1/32" scale.  The second sheet shows a typical section and arch elevation at 1/8" scale.

o Perspective, "Monocacy River Aqueduct: C & O Canal National Historical Park," prepared by the C & O Canal rest. team April 2, 1974, drawing number 610/70.  This is probably a Denver Service Center drawing.  Half size drawings exist in Steve Kline/Steve Ziegenfuss' file.

o Sheet 2 of 12, "Foundation Condition Survey, Monocacy Aqueduct," Joseph S. Ware Associates, Washington, D.C., dated 11.29.72, done for National Capital.  Blueline.  This is the only drawing of the set of twelve that currently exists in the flat files in the archives "Bally" building at C & O Canal Headquarters.  Additional drawings may be in existence at National Capital.
