· CANALS, An Illustrated Sourcebook, by Robert J. Kapsch, published by W. W. Norton, New York, summer of 2004.  400 pages, 900 illustrations, price $75.00.

This book is approximately 40% devoted to the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal, including a chapter on a photographic tour of the canal.  This is part of a series sponsored by the Library of Congress and W.W. Norton.  First publication in this series was BARNS, by Professor John Vlach, George Washington University.  This is the second title in this series.  Status is that all sections of the book have been now page proofed.  A final proofing of the entire book will have to be undertaken.  I have proposed that the book party for this publication take place on the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal boat in Georgetown.     
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· The Patowmack Canal: George Washington And the Waterway to the West, by Robert J. Kapsch, published by University Press of Virginia, Charlottesville, 2005.  
This book was proposed to University Press of Virginia in 2003 and has been tentatively accepted for publication contingent on the receipt of an acceptable sample chapter, which I am developing at this time.  This book is an expansion of two previously published articles, The Potomac Canal: A Construction History (National Canal Museum, 2002) and George Washington, The Potomac Canal and the Beginning of American Civil Engineering (American Society of Civil Engineers, 2002).  It was proposed as the first of two books, The Chesapeake and Ohio Canal: A History. 
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· The Chesapeake and Ohio Canal: A History, by Robert J. Kapsch, published by University Press of Virginia, Charlottesville, 2006.  
This is the second of a two volume series (see above).  Should these two volumes not be accepted by University of Virginia Press for publication, I will approach the National Canal Museum to publish these two titles.  This particular title will be written after I leave the National Park Service but based on research materials collected while at the National Park Service.
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· RAILWAYS, An Illustrated Sourcebook, by Robert J. Kapsch, published by W. W. Norton, New York, summer of 2004.  400 pages, 900 illustrations, price $75.00.

This title was proposed to W. W. Norton and Company in December 2003 as a companion volume to CANALS.  I have not heard the results of their internal proposal review committees.
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· Monocacy Aqueduct of the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal: Its History and Rehabilitation, by Robert J. Kapsch, Historic Medley, Inc. Press, 2005.
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Articles:

· History of the Conewago Canal, Pennsylvania’s First Canal, by Robert J. Kapsch, to be published by National Canal Museum in Canal History and Technology Proceedings, Volume XXIII, March 20, 2004.
The Conewago Canal was one of America’s first canals.  This is the first authoritative article to be published on that canal, accompanied by reproductions from the original eighteenth century drawings.
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· The Maryland Cross-Cut Canal: A Study in Early Engineering Feasibility Studies, to be published by the American Society of Civil Engineers, Proceedings of the History and Heritage Papers, American Society of Civil Engineers, 2004.
The Maryland Cross-Cut Canal was Baltimore’s attempts to link with the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal.  Ten separate studies indicated that this was not feasible and the merchants of Baltimore turned to a new technology, the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad—the country’s first long distance railroad.

· History of the South Carolina Canals, by Robert J. Kapsch, to be published by the National Canal Museum or the American Society of Civil Engineers, 2004 or 2005.
This paper was presented, but not published (no proceedings were published in 2003), at the 2003 Annual Convention of the American Society of Civil Engineers in Nashville, Tennessee, 2003.  It will be published either by the National Canal Musuem or the American Society of Civil Engineers and is intended as the basis of a future book, perhaps to be published by the University of South Carolina Press.
