Thank you for your very nice review of CANALS in the last issue of Transactions of the Newcomen Society.  As you probably know, some of the early research for this book was done in the ICE Library.
I am enclosing two copies of my latest publication, The Monocacy Aqueduct On the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal – one for your own library and one for the Institution’s library.

I wouldn’t think that ICE would make a practice of collecting American monographs on single structures.  In this case, however, the restoration design was undertaken using British standards (described on pages 83-86) and therefore may be of some interest to British civil engineers.

Hope all is going well.  I’ll be coming back over to England in March to participate in the Construction History Society’s conference at Cambridge.  I am giving a paper, “Look Before You Leap: What Happened to European Engineers That Emigrated to the Early American Republic,” or something like that.
