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This is similar to the water route just described [i.e. the Conestoga Navigation]. The improvement of this stream’s navigation was done in the same way, through the construction of dams and locks. It extends from York to the Susquehanna River, 11 miles away. Of that, 8 miles consist of slack-water pools caused by damming, while 3 miles of it are canals dug along the banks. There are nine locks.
