Conestoga Navigation

This was constructed in 1827 by a private company between Lancaster and the Susquehanna. It was done by means of 9 dams and an equal number of locks; later the facilities were rebuilt, and the number of dams was reduced to 7. The full length of the navigation is 17¾ miles, and the fall is 58 feet. Its locks are exactly like those of the Susquehanna Canal, namely, made of crushed-stone masonry with a wooden facing on the inner part of the chamber. The towpath is on the eastern bank of the creek. The navigation line is of great importance to Lancaster, a town populated mostly by Germans and situated in an extremely fruitful and splendidly cultivated region.
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
